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CONFORMATION CLASSES

JUNIOR PUPPY - Dogs between 6 months & under 9 months on day of show.
SENIOR PUPPY - Dogs between 9 months & under 12 months on day of show.
CANADIAN BRED - Dogs born in Canada. Champions of any Country are excluded.
BRED BY EXHIBITOR - Dogs owned and handled by the Breeder.
12-18 MONTHS - Dogs between 12 months & under 18 months on day of show.
OPEN CLASS - All dogs at least 6 months of age.
SPECIALS ONLY - Dogs who are Canadian Champions only. (Must be individually registered)
EXHIBITION ONLY - Any dog 6 months & over, not for competition in any regular class.

OBEDIENCE CLASSES
*PRE-NOVICE - For dogs preparing for Novice, and offering the title of PCD.
NOVICE A - For dogs who do not have a “CD” title. Must be handled by owner, co-owner or

immediate family member.
NOVICE B - For dogs who do not have a “CD” title. For trainers, multiple entries, or dogs who

have earned titles in another Country. Dogs in this class may be handled/exhibited
by the owner or by any other person.

*NOVICE C - Dogs who have a “CD”, “CDX” or “UD” title may enter this class.
*NOVICE INTERMEDIATE - For dogs preparing for “Open”, and offering the title of CDI .
PLEASE NOTE: A dog must be INDIVIDUALLY REGISTERED, have an ERN or a CKC MISCELLANEOUS

CERTIFICATION NUMBER to compete in the OPEN CLASSES.
OPEN A - For dogs who have earned the title of “CD” (Companion Dog) IN CANADA

but have not earned the title of “CDX” (Companion Dog Excellent). Must be handled by
owner, co-owner or immediate family member.

OPEN B - For dogs who have earned the title of “CD” (Companion Dog) IN CANADA. Dogs in
this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person.

UTILITY - For dogs who have earned the title of “CDX” (Companion Dog Excellent) IN CANADA.
Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person.

EXHIBITION ONLY- For dogs 6 months of age & over, not for competition.
MISCELLANEOUS DOGS competing in Obedience must have a CKC Miscellaneous Certification Number.
VETERANS & EXHIBITION ONLY – Dogs must have an Obedience Title and be 7 years old prior to the
closing of entries. Exercises shall be performed and judged as in the “Novice Class”. Dogs entered in this
Class may not be entered in any Regular Class.
A separate entry is required for Obedience Trials (each class). To facilitate setting up the jumps in Open
and Utility, please designate jump height on entry form.

*New transition classes are official, but are not eligible for High in Trial.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)

If you have foreign born and foreign owned dogs, not CKC registered, entering Canada for the sole purpose
of entering CKC events, make sure you apply for an EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN). To obtain
an ERN, simply do the following:
1. Send a photocopy of the dog’s registration certificate reflecting current ownership, for

example AKC Registration Certificate, with a written request for an ERN, with a cheque or
money order for the current amount payable to The Canadian Kennel Club.

2. Ensure that you provide us with your full return address to enable the ERN to be sent to you.
3. Faxed requests will be accepted. Please indicate your Visa/Mastercard number, expiry date,

cardholder’s name and signature. Fee is $55.00 plus GST.

This Event Registration Number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of entering a
CKC event. The dog may be entered as “Listed”; however, failure to apply for an ERN within 30 days of
the first event entered will result in cancellation of any wins, awards or scores.
