Requestin writing must be submitted to the Trial Secretary with a certificate from a veterinarian
on or before the day of thetrial.
3. InCanada, an obedience or rally title can be earned with three (3) qualifying scores under two
(2) different judges.
4. Exhibitors should note that the CKC does not confer atitle on any dog until it isregistered with the
CKC — full registration, ERN or PEN.
5. A dog which has earned its CD titlein the USA or any foreign country isnot eligible for entry inthe
Novice A class. A dog which has earned its CDX inthe USA or any foreign country isnot eligible for
entry inthe Open A class. Such dogs must be entered in therespective B classes. Licensed handlers,
trainersand persons who have previoudy exhibited a dog through its UD in Canada or elsewhere are not
digiblefor entry inthe A classes.
6. Exhibitors must abide by any errors made in entering their dogs, regardless of how or who made the
erors.
7. ltistheresponsbility of the exhibitor to have the dog at ringside when the dog' s class is scheduled for
judging.
8. If entering adog in Open or Utility and Rally Advanced or Excellent PLEASE MARK JUMP
HEIGHTSON ENTRY FORMS.
9. The Trial Committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of the dogsand exhibitors, but
will not beresponsible for or assume any liability in the event of an accident or other misfortuneto either
dogs, exhibitors or patrons.
