TCNs can be obtained through your CKC member portal or by
contacting the CKC.

Note: There is no CKC fee to obtain a TCN. However, a TCN ‘listing’ fee is
required each time a dog with only a TCN is entered in an event.

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC registra-
tion number, will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).

The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event.

Fee is $64.00 per dog, plus applicable taxes.

Effective January 1,2011:

a) A non-member participation fee will be charged to a resident of
Canada who is a non-member of the CKC. The fee will be $170.00
plus applicable taxes.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR - Dogs owned and handled in the ring by the
breeder.

The breeder/owner must handle the dog in this
class, but need not handle the dog for further awards.

OPEN CLASS - For all dogs.

VETERANS CLASS - For all dogs over 7 years of age as of the date of the
show. These dogs compete for the regular placements, and the 1st-
place dog and bitch will compete for Best of Breed. Veterans may be
broken down into separate age categories. The winner of the Veterans
Class will not compete for points but go directly into the Best of Breed
competition. Dogs entered in this class may be spayed or neutered.

ALTERED - Limited to dogs and bitches over 6 months of age that have
been sexually altered by veterinarian procedure.

SPECIALS ONLY - Dogs that are Canadian Champions.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES:

BABY PUPPY - A dog between 4 months and under 6 months on day of
show. Baby Puppies do not compete for points.

STUD DOG & GET - Stud Dog and two or more of his get. Stud must
be entered in a Regular class or Exhibition Only. Get must be entered
in a Regular class. Stud Dog may be neutered. Ownership in this class
need not be identical.

BROOD BITCH & PROGENY - Brood Bitch and two or more of her
progeny. Brood Bitch must be entered in a Regular class or Exhibition
Only. Progeny must be entered in a Regular class. Brood Bitch may be
spayed. Ownership in this class need not be identical.

BRACE - Two dogs shown by a single handler on one lead. Ownership
in this class need not be identical.

EXHIBITION ONLY - All dogs entered in this class shall be listed in
the catalogue with the same particulars as dogs entered in Regular
competition. Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any
Regular class but may enter and compete in Non-Regular/Unofficial
classes and/or Parades.

Award of Merit: At the judge’s discretion, Award of Merit may be
awarded (one award for every 10 dogs competing for Best of Breed),
which will be presented following Best of Breed judging.
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CH and Champion Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall

Points be credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to

Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion
and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must
have earned 10 championship points under at least three (3) different
judges, with at least one 2-point win either at the breed or group level.

GCH and Grand Section 15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after
Champion Points the completion of the CKC conformation championship.

15.2.2 Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of
the conformation championship and do not include the points earned
in attaining the conformation championship.

Section 15.2.3 To be awarded a Grand Champion title,adog must attain
a minimum of 20 points, which must include a minimum of two (2) wins
of at least two (2) points each.

b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Bronze title, a dog must attain a
minimum of 50 points, which must include a minimum of two wins
of at least two (2) pointseach.Points must be gainedatbreed, group
or Best In Show/Specialty level.

¢) Points accumulated prior to July 1, 2021 may be used to attain the

Section 15.2.6 Grand Champion Gold (GChG)

Thetitle of Grand Champion Gold may only be earned afterthe completion
of the CKC conformation title Grand Champion Silver is attained.

a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the
Grand Champion Silver is attained, and do not include the points
earned in attaining the Grand Championship Silver.

b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Gold title, a dog must attain a
minimum of 200 points, which must include a minimum of two wins
of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group
or Best In Show/ Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a
single show are carried forward.

The title of Grand Champion Excellent may be granted only after the
completion of the CKC Grand Championship Silver Title. Exhibitors will
be required to submit to Shows & Trials the Grand Champion Excellent
Record Sheet documenting the additional requirements. The Grand
Champion Excellent Record Sheet Form is located on the CKC website.

Section 15.3.2 To earn the title a dog must have earned the following
during their career as a Special:

a) one (1) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty
(where a minimum of 10 dogs have competed).

b) three (3) Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty Best of Breed wins.

¢) a CKC performance title from any CKC Event. Titles excluded are: CGN,
Herding Novice Tested Certificate, all Instinct titles from all events, as
well as all Sprinter titles and all Chase Ability Program titles.

Section 15.3.3 Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3
Group wins, or 3 Specialty Best of Breed wins, must be attained after
the completion of a regular championship. The performance title may
be attained at any time in the dog’s career.

Section 13.8.1 Championship points will be awarded as per Chapter
15, with the exception of 15.1.11. The winner of an Altered Best in Show
shall be awarded points according to the total number of dogs in
competition following the point schedule in Section 15.1.2.

Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion [Alt]
and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must
have earned at least one 2-point win either at the breed or group level.
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Conformation Show  The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the
Rules & Regulations Conformation Show Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.

Section 4.7.1 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations states:
Ajudge officiatingatashow held undertheserules shall notbe subjected
to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the
duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out.

Moving Class Dog Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations has been

to Specials Only amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the records
of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the requirements for
a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only,” providing
the request for a transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING
at least one hour prior to the judging of your breed by the owner or
handler. A dog that has a Temporary Competition Number (TCN) is
not eligible to be transferred from one (1) of the regular classes to
Specials Only.

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to Specials Only.

Moving from Specials Section 8.10.5 A dog can be moved back into the classes from a
Back to the Classes Special if it has been entered incorrectly, only where the shows have
already closed.

HEALTH REMINDERS

No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of an event if it:
1. Is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable
disease;

2. Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable
disease within the last 30 days (prior to the event);

3. Has been housed within 30 days prior to the even on premises on which there
existed distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

OBEDIENCE: Entry in each obedience trial will be limited to the capacity
of the judge to judge at the rate of 9 Pre-Novice, 8 Novice and Novice
Intermediate, 7 Open, and 6 Utility dogs per hour. A judge may not be
assigned more than 7 hours of judging.

RALLY: Entry in each rally obedience trial will be limited to the capacity
of the judge to judge at the rate of 15 dogs per hour less time for walk-
throughs. A judge may not be assigned more than 7 hours of judging.

Once a judge has reached his/her capacity, entries for that trial will be
closed even if the closing date has not been reached. In the case of the
entry limit having been reached, remaining entries will be assigned a
position (by class) on a reserve list. Exhibitors will be notified of their
position on the reserve list. If the entry of a bitch in season is pulled after
entries are closed, it may be substituted with one from the reserve list
up to and including the day of the trial. If the entry of another dog is
pulled prior to the trial, it may be substituted with one from the reserve
list up to 24 hours prior to the trial.

6.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC with an eligible
number according to these rules and has fulfilled the requirements
for a title in accordance with these rules may be moved to the next
level of competition if the schedule permits. The transfer must be on
the appropriate move-up form and submitted to the trial secretary by
the owner or handler at least 30 minutes before the start of the trial.

6.9.3 The Trial Secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked
catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC with the requests attached
to the appropriate entry forms.

6.9.5 In order for a dog to be eligible to move up, the dog must be
individually registered with the CKC, have a Performance Event
Number (PEN), or an Event Registration Number (ERN) before entries
close. The addition of a CKC number after close of entries does not
make the dog eligible and will result in referral to the Discipline
Committee.

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) allows dogs to temporarily
participate in CKC events while they pursue permanent registration or
an Event Registration Number (ERN). A TCN must be obtained before
submitting an entry for an event. The same TCN must be used for all
event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered or has
an ERN.

A TCN cannot be used for dogs that require a PEN or a CCN number.

Note: There is no CKC fee to obtain a TCN. However, a TCN ‘listing’
fee is required each time a dog with only a TCN is entered in an event.

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC regjistra-
tion number, will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).

The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event.

A Performance Event Number (PEN) allows a non-registrable dog of a
CKC-RECOGNIZED BREED to participate in competitive events that
are appropriate for the breed. To be eligible to receive a PEN, all of the
following must be met:

« The dog must be of a breed recognized by the CKC (not on the CKC
Miscellaneous Class List).
The dog must not be eligible for CKC registration.
The dog must be spayed or neutered.

- The dog must be properly identified with a CKC-approved
microchip.

Adog thatis eligible for a PEN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

A Canine Companion Number (CCN) allows UNRECOGNIZED BREEDS
to compete in CKC performance events. To be eligible to receive a
CCN, all the following must be met:

The dog must be either an Unrecognized Breed.
Unrecognized Breeds are not required to be spayed or neutered.
« The dog must be properly identified with a CKC microchip.

Adog thatis eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

All the above ‘registration’ numbers can be obtained:

+ Online through CKC'’s Portal (Note: Individuals who have not yet
used the online Portal will be required to create a Portal account
before they can submit an application online); or

+ By submitting a completed paper application by mail to CKC.

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. When a bitch comes

Section 14.3.3 Points may be accumulated simultaneously with credits
toward both the OTCHX and MOTCH titles.
