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REGULAR CLASSES 
12.2 Classes 
12.2.1 Regular official classes at a CKC conformation show shall be as described in (a) to (k) of this 
section.  
All classes must be divided by sex (except for Specials Only). Only dogs entered in one of the regular, 
non-regular, or unofficial classes shall be allowed within the show precincts. 
(a)  Junior Puppy Class  
Dogs 6 months of age and under 9 months of age on the day of the show.  
(b)  Senior Puppy Class  
Dogs 9 months of age and under 12 months of age on the day of the show.  
(c)  12-18 Month Class (All-Breed Shows)  
Dogs 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the day of the show.  
(d)  12-18 Month Class (Specialty Shows)  
Dogs 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the day of the show. The Club has the option 
to split this class as follows:  (i)  12-15 Month Class (Specialty Shows only)  
  Dogs 12 months of age and under 15 months of age on the day of the show.  

(ii)  15-18 Month Class (Specialty Shows only)  
Dogs 15 months of age and under 18 months of age on the day of the show.  

(e)  Canadian Bred Class  Dogs born in Canada. Champions of any country are excluded. 
(f)   Bred By Exhibitor Class 
Dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder.  The handler must be the owner/co-owner and 
breeder/co-breeder of the dog.The owner/ breeder must handle the dog in this class, but need not 
handle the dog for further awards. Should the owner/breeder be unable to handle the dog in this 
class, the dog may be moved to the Open Class (at least one hour prior to the judging of the breed in 
question. 
(g) The Open Class  
All dogs. Dogs may be divided by colour if permission of the CKC is obtained. 
(j) Specials Only 
(i)  Dogs which have a recorded CKC registration, Event Registration Number (ERN) or Miscellaneous 
Certification Number (MCN) and have attained the required points for Championship status. All awards 
earned at the show will be cancelled if it is found that a dog is not registered or has not completed the 
requirements for a CKC Championship. Dogs entered in this class will compete for Best of Breed, Best 
of Opposite Sex and Best Puppy if eligible. After awarding Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex and 
Best of Winners in each breed, the judge may choose a Select Dog and Select Bitch if there are dogs 
in the ring eligible for these awards. The Select Dog and Bitch must be awarded in the Specials Only 
class. The dog and bitch selected must be champions and cannot be the Best of Breed or Best of 
Opposite Sex Winners.  
(ii)  A dog entered in Specials Only shall be identified by gender in the judge’s book and if incorrectly 
entered and substantiated by the show secretary or superintendent, shall be excused from the ring by 
the judge.  
Miniature Dachshund – Foreign Born 
If still under one year of age, a foreign-born Miniature Dachshund is eligible to enter the Specials Only 
class after completing the requirement for a CKC championship provided the application for 
registration is received by the CKC within 30 days of the dog reaching one year of age. Failure to do 
so will result in automatic cancellation of all points on record.

4.1 Conformation Class Structure 
4.1.1 Classes in Junior Conformation Handling competition shall be divided by age 
as follows: 
(a)  Pee Wee Class  
This class is for handlers 4 years of age on the date of the competition up to the 
date of their 7th birthday.  This class is optional and non-competitive. No placements 
are to be awarded; only participant ribbons, rosettes and token trophies may be 
presented.  
(b)  Junior Novice Class  
This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up to the 
date of their 11th birthday who have not won 6 first places in the same class with 
competition.  

(c)  Junior Open Class  
This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up to the date of their 11th birthday 
who have not won 6 first places with competition.  
(d)  Intermediate Novice Class  
This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the competition up to the date of their 15th birthday 
who have not won 6 first places in the same class with competition.  
(e)  Intermediate Open Class  
This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the competition up to the date of their 15th birthday 
who have not won 6 first places with competition and for any handler who has progressed through the Junior 
Open level and feels that he has enough experience to compete at this level. 
(f)  Senior Novice Class  
This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the date of the competition up to the date of their 18th birthday 
who have not won 6 first places with competition in this class. Handlers from the Intermediate levels 
progress to this class.  
(g)  Senior Open Class  
This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the date of the competition up to the date of their 18th birthday 
who have not won 6 first places with competition in the Senior Novice Class, and for any handler who has 
progressed through the Intermediate Open level and feels that he has enough experience to compete at this 
level.  
4.1.2 Method of moving between classes shall be as follows: 
(a)  If a handler achieves 6 first place wins with competition, he must move to the Open Class within his age 
group.  
(b)  Points are to be carried forward from one level to the next.

12.6 Non-Regular Classes 
12.6.1 The non-regular classes allowed at a CKC conformation show shall be as described in this section. If offered, these 
classes must be included in the premium list. A dog entered in the Brace or Team class that is spayed/neutered must be 
entered in an Altered Class or in Exhibition Only. 
(a) Baby Puppy Class 
 Dogs 3 months of age and under 6 months of age on the day of the show. The award for this class are: 
 Best Baby Male and Best Baby Female Best Baby Puppy in Breed 
 Best Baby Puppy in Group 
 Best Baby Puppy in Show
(e)  Order of Judging 
 When any or all of the above described non-regular classes are offered, and including Altered Classes as 
described  in Section 13, these classes will be judged after Best Puppy in Breed, after Best Puppy in Group and before 
Best In Show, in the following order:  Baby Puppy, Veterans, Altered, Brace, Team, Exhibition Only 
(g) Exhibition Only 
 All dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as dogs entered in 
regular competitions. Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class but may enter and compete in 

Non-Regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in the premium list.
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15.2 Grand Champion (GCh) 
15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after the completion of the CKC conformation Championship. 
15.2.2  Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the conformation Championship and do not 
include the points earned in attaining the conformation championship.  
15.2.3  To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog must attain a minimum of 20 points, which must include a minimum 
of two (2) wins of at least two (2) points each.  Points may be gained at breed, group or Best in Show/Specialty level.  
Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried forward.  
a) Grand Champion Point System 
Points towards the Grand Champion title, at breed level, are awarded to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select 
Dog and Select Bitch. Points are calculated based on the number of animals competing at the breed level for the Best of 
Breed winner and the number of similar sex dogs competing for the other three (Best of Opposite, Select Dog, Select 
Bitch). The following schedule shall be employed in the determination of points awarded at breed level:

*b) In order to obtain a Grand Champion title, a dog must obtain at least two (2) points after 12 months of age.  In counting 
the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the 
judge shall not be included in the calculation for Grand Champion points.

15.1 Championship Points 
15.1.1  A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be credited with a number of championship points 
(ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be as 
provided hereunder.  
15.1.2  The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points awarded Winners shall be as 
follows; 
*Dogs Competing  1 2 3 to 5 6 to 9 10 to 12 13 & more 
Points Allocated  0 1    2    3       4        5 
*Includes the dog awarded Winners 

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from 
the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for championship points. 
15.1.3  If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Breed at the show, then all dogs competing in the breed, 
including Specials Only, shall be included in the total.  
15.1.4  If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs of the same 
sex including those competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total.  
15.1.5  If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then all dogs defeated directly or indirectly in the 
breed shall be included in the total.  
15.1.6  If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the same sex in the class competition shall be included 
in the total.  
15.1.7  The number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be determined by the 
highest award earned and calculated as per this section.  
Clarification:  
Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners Bitch is awarded Best of Opposite Sex but not Best of 
Winners, the Best of Winners Male shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials Bitches, and is thus 
entitled to add them to the number of dogs and bitches defeated.  
15.1.8  In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level, a dog awarded Best of Breed that also places 
in the regular group competition shall be credited with the following additional points provided that a dog was 
defeated at the Group level.

15.1.9  A dog may not be credited with more than five (5) championship points in a single show.  
15.1.10  Permission shall be granted a club or clubs to hold shows in such a way that any dog may earn three (3) 
sets of championship points on the same day, provided that one or more of those sets of points is awarded at a 
Specialty for that breed or group. 
15.1.11  A dog awarded Winners which also places Best in Show at an all-breed conformation show shall be 
credited with five (5) championship points inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group level.  
15.1.12  In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, 
the dog must: (a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3 different judges and, 
(b) be registered in the records of the CKC, have an Event Registration Number (ERN), or have a Miscellaneous 
Certification Number (MCN). 
(c) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level. 
15.1.13 The Board interprets the words “earn at least 10 championship points under 3 different judges” to mean: 
(a) 3 or more Winners awards at not less than 3 different shows, under 3 different judges at the breed level; 
(b) each of the 3 Judge’s awards must be one or more championship points won at Winners, Best of Winners, Best 
of Breed or group placing; 
(c) all points required for championship status may be earned at winners, best of winners, best of breed or group 
placing.

15.3 Grand Champion Excellent (GChEx) 
15.3.1 The title of Grand Champion Excellent may only be earned after the completion of the CKC grand championship 
title. 
15.3.2  Points for this title may be accumulated at any time after the completion of the CKC grand championship but does 
not include the points earned in attaining the conformation championship or the grand championship. 
15.3.3  A minimum of 100 points which must include one (A) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty 
(where a minimum of ten dogs have competed) plus three (3) Group 1sts or three (3) breed Specialty wins.  
a) Grand Champion Excellent point system 
Win         Points 
First in Group or Best in Specialty Show         5 
Second in Group or Best of Opposite Single-Breed Specialty Show       4 
Third in Group          3 
Fourth in Group (Note: No points are acquired if no other dog is present in the group)  2 
Best of Breed (To earn the breed points, at least five (5) dogs must be shown at breed level)  1 
Best in Show or Best in National Specialty      10 
 
15.3.4  Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried forward. For example, a dog that wins first in group 
and then wins Best in Show, earns 10 points, not 15.  
15.3.5   The title of Grand Champion Excellent shall not be awarded retroactively. However, dogs that have been awarded 
the Grand Champion title prior to January 1, 2013 ,will be awarded the Grand Champion Excellent Title on application to 
the CKC.  
15.3.6  Additional Requirements  
To attain a Grand Champion Excellent title, a dog must have been awarded a CKC performance title from any CKC event. 
A CGN, Herding Tested Certificate, or Chase Ability Program title are not considered performance titles for the awarding of 
this title.
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8.2 Entry Forms 
8.2.1 An official CKC entry form must be completed in full and signed by the owner or authorized agent. Failure to do so 
may result in the cancellation of all wins. 
8.2.2  A show-giving club must reject an incomplete entry form and return it immediately to the sender.  
8.2.3  Entry forms received by the CKC, which are incomplete and/or contain incorrect information may result in awards 
being cancelled.  
8.2.5  An error in an age specified class, date of birth, or sex, may be amended on the entry form up to one hour before 
the start of the show.  
8.3 Entries 
8.3.1 Every dog entered in a conformation show must be one of the following: 
(a)  registered with the CKC,  
(b)  have an Event Registration Number,  
(c)  eligible for registration with the CKC, or  
(d)  with the exception of baby puppy, if it belongs to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous Certification Number 
(MCN) 
8.3.2 No person shall enter a dog in a Championship Show which is known to be blind (in one or both eyes), deaf, 
castrated or spayed or which has had its appearance changed by artificial or surgical means other than those recognized 
by the standard for its breed. 
8.4 Listed Dogs 
8.4.1 If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a) or (b) but is eligible for registration with the CKC, it may be entered at a 
show as a listed dog provided: 
(a)  that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual registration;  
(b)  that if not born in Canada, it is eligible for registration in the records of the CKC;  
(c)  that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number or CKC registration number is obtained from 
the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered. 
8.4.2  Entry of a listed dog at a show must be accompanied by a listing fee as set by the Board in addition to the regular 
entry fee.  
8.4.4  When a CKC registration number for a listed dog is received after the closing date and prior to the date of the show, 
this number may be added to the entry and noted in the marked catalogue. Listing fees will not be refunded. This then 
allows a dog who completes the requirement for championship status to be moved up to Specials. 

8.5 Acceptance of Entries 
8.5.1  If indicated in the premium list, an electronically transmitted entry may be accepted provided the entry is 
accompanied by a credit card charge authorization.  
8.5.2  Telephone and telegraph entries are prohibited except as provided by the Board in the event of a postal 
disruption.  
8.5.3  No entry shall be accepted from or on behalf of any person who is officially known to be expelled, deprived of 
privileges, debarred or suspended by the CKC or any other registering body for purebred dogs.  
8.5.4  After entries close, no further entries may be accepted, cancelled or substituted other than as otherwise stated 
in this section or as provided for in the case of a postal strike.  
8.5.7  No entries may be changed or altered after the close of entries with the exception as stated in section 8.2.5.  
8.5.8  In case of a judge change (substitute or overload), an exhibitor may enter a dog under the replacement judge 
providing that the dog is entered in one of the regular classes of a show being held at the same venue by the same 
club and has been assigned a competition number. A new entry, along with accompanying fees, will be accepted by 
the Show Secretary up to one hour prior to the start of the show (see sections 3.3.1, 3.5.1 and 8.5.4). 
8.6 Refusal of Entries 
8.6.1  The authorities of any show may:  

(a)  decline to accept entries for just cause, and/or  
(b)  refuse to receive, or may remove any dog from the show building on account of disease or 
viciousness. A club declining an entry or ordering the removal of a dog from its show must report, in 
writing, all such matters to the CKC with a full explanation and/or reason within 14 days after its show 
has been held;  
(c)  in the case of non-acceptance, refund the fee with the reason for non-acceptance.  

8.6.2  A club may refuse an entry from an exhibitor known to have tendered a dishonoured cheque or declined credit 
card unless entries are accompanied by cash, money order or certified cheque.  
8.6.3  No one shall have any claim or recourse against the club holding the show or any official connected therewith 
for the refusal of an entry for just cause.

8.7 Withdrawal of Entries 
8.7.1 An exhibitor has the right to withdraw an entry at any time up to the closing date and time as published in the 
premium list. This may be done by telephone, but either written or electronic notification must be received by the 
show secretary no later than the official closing date and time as stated in the premium list. If written or electronic 
notification is not received, the dog will remain entered in the show.

12.4 Failure to Compete 
12.4.1  Except for Puppy in Group or Show, an owner or handler shall be subject to disciplinary action for withholding a 
dog from competing for higher awards for which that dog is eligible. Any dog so withheld or absent will result in the 
cancellation of all awards won at that show (unless the dog is excused by the Show Superintendent).  
12.4.2  Should a dog be marked absent in an official class, it may still compete in an unofficial or non-regular class at the 
same show.

8.9 Moving a Dog to Specials 
8.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC or that has a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) and has 
completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing of entries for 
show has not received confirmation of the title, may be transferred from one of the regular classes to Specials Only 
providing the transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or handler at least one hour prior to 
breed judging. 
8.9.2 If it is established that a dog transferred to Specials Only has not completed the championship requirements, all 
awards will be cancelled and all ribbons and prizes won shall be forfeited. The owner may also be subject to disciplinary 
action.  
8.9.3  When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the same day, in the same venue, the request for 
moving of class dogs to specials must be made a minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of the show for which 
the dog is being moved up to. The Show Secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked catalogue, which is to 
be sent to the CKC with the requests attached to the appropriate entry forms.  
8.9.4  No dog may be transferred to another class except as provided in sections 8.2.5 and 8.9.1

4.7 Indignities to a Judge 
4.7.1 A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the 
progress of the show. It shall be duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is effectively carried 
out.

11 UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT 
11.1  It shall be deemed unsportsmanlike conduct if a person during the running of or in connection with an event 
abuses or harasses a judge, show official or any other person present in any capacity at the event.  
11.2  Any handler who displays unsportsmanlike conduct or who is seen to kick, strike or otherwise roughly 
manhandle a dog at any time during the holding of the event, may be expelled from the show by the Conformation 
Show Committee.  
11.3  The judges shall also have the authority to expel a handler from a show if they observe unsportsmanlike 
conduct on the part of the handler or see the handler kicking, striking or otherwise roughly manhandling a dog while 
the event is in progress. It will be the duty of the judge to report promptly to the Conformation Show Committee the 
expulsion of a handler.  
11.4  The Conformation Show Committee shall investigate, at once, any instance of alleged unsportsmanlike 
conduct on the part of the handler, or any report that a handler has been observed kicking, striking or otherwise 
roughly manhandling a dog. If the Conformation Show Committee, after investigation, determines that a handler is in 
violation of this section, and that the incident, if proven, would constitute conduct prejudicial to the sport or the CKC, 
it shall exercise its authority in accordance with the Complaints section of these rules.

9.1 Pre Novice 
9.1.1 The Pre-Novice Class is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter Novice Classes. 
9.1.2 The Pre-Novice Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has not earned the title of P.C.D. 
9.1.3 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. 
9.1.4 A person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
9.1.5 The same handler must handle each dog in all 5 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog 

when they are judged together in the Group Exercise. 
9.1.6 Only dogs that have not earned the title of C.D. may enter the Pre-Novice class. 
10.1 Novice A 
10.1.1 The Novice A Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has not earned the title of C.D. 
10.1.2. Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and that person must handle the dog in all exercises. 
10.1.3. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families, and must be eligible to handle under section 10.1.4. 
10.1.4. No person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a C.D.X. title shall be allowed to handle a dog in this class. 
10.1.5 When a dog is wrongfully entered in this class, any score awarded will be cancelled. 
10.2 Novice B 
10.2.1 The Novice B Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has not earned the title of C.D. 
10.2.2. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. 
10.2.3 A person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
10.2.4 The same handler must handle each dog in all 6 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog 

when they are judged together in the Group Exercises. 
10.2.5 No dog may be entered in both the Novice A and Novice B Class at any one trial. 
10.3 Novice C 
10.3.1 The Novice C Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed that has earned the title C.D. or any higher obedience 

titles. 
10.3.2 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. 
10.3.3 A person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
10.3.4 The same handler must handle each dog in all 6 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog 

when they are judged together in the Group Exercises. 
10.3.5 Dogs may compete in the Novice C class indefinitely. 
10.3.6 Scores earned by dogs entered in the Novice C Class are not eligible  for High In Trial and do not qualify a dog for any title. 
10.3.7 Dogs may be entered the Novice C Class in addition to any other official or unofficial classes for which they are eligible. 
11.1 Novice Intermediate 
11.1.1 The Novice Intermediate Class is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter the Open Classes. 
11.1.2 The Novice Intermediate Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed that has earned a C.D. or any higher 

obedience trial titles. 
11.1.3 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. 
11.1.4 A person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
11.1.5 The same handler must handle each dog in all 6 exercises. 
11.1.6 Dogs may compete in the Novice Intermediate class indefinitely. 
11.1.7 Scores earned by dogs competing in this class are not eligible for High in Trial. 
11.1.8 Dogs may be entered in the Novice Intermediate Class in addition to any other official or unofficial classes for which they are eligible.
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12.1 Open Classes 
12.1.1 There are four (4) Open classes: The Open HA and Open HB classes, which include the Out of Sight Group Stay Exercises and the Open 18A and Open 18B 

classes, which include the Change of Positions and Group Sit - Walk Around exercises.  
12.1.2 No dog may be entered in more than one Open Class at any one trial.  
12.2 Open HA and Open 18A 
12.2.1 The Open A Classes shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title of C.D. but has not 

earned the title of C.D.X. 
12.2.2 The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of  their immediate families. 
12.2.3 Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class and that person must handle the dog in all exercises. 
12..2.4  Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a U.D. title may not handle a dog in these classes. 
12.2.5 When a dog is wrongfully entered in these classes, any score awarded will be cancelled. 
12.3 Open HB & Open 18B 
12.3.1 The Open B Classes shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title of C.D. 
12.3.2 Dogs that have earned the title of C.D.X. or any higher obedience titles may enter either of the Open B classes. A dog may also be entered in the Utility Class in 

the same trial. 
12.3.3 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. 
12.3.4 A person may enter or handle more than one dog in this class. 
12.3.5 The same handler must handle each dog in all 7 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such case, they must have an additional handler for each 

extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercise(s). 
12.3.6 No dog may be entered in both the Open A and Open B classes at any one trial. 
12.2.7 Prior to the start of judging, the judge will choose which of the six numbered routines is to be performed for Open HB and Open 18B, and which sequence of 

positions is to be performed in the Change of Positions exercise in the 18B class (in the Open 18A class only sequence (a) will be performed). These choices will not 
be disclosed to exhibitors until it is posted at ring side at least 30 minutes before the start of each class and never more than one hour before the st art of the trial. In 
future assignments, judges are required to alternate the six routines so that each routine and sequence will be used approximately the same number of times. 

13.1 Utility Class A 
13.1.1 The Utility A Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title of C.D.X. but has not 

earned the title of U.D. 
13.1.2  Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a M.O.T.Ch. title may not handle dogs in this class.  
13.1.3  The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of their immediate families.  
13.1.4  Owners may enter more than one dog in this class.The same person must handle the dog in all exercises.  
13.1.5  When a dog is wrongfully entered in this class, any score awarded will be cancelled.  
13.2 Utility Class B 
13.2.1 The Utility B Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title of C.D.X. or U.D. 
13.2.2 Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. 
13.2.3 Owners may enter more than one dog in this class.The same person must handle the dog in all exercises. 
13.2.4 No dog may be entered in both the Utility A and Utility B classes at any one trial. 
13.2.5 Prior to the start of judging, the judge will choose which of the six numbered routines will be performed. This choice will not be disclosed to exhibitors until it is 

posted at ring side at least 30 minutes before the start of the class. In future assignments, judges are required to alternate the six routines so that each will be used 
approximately the same number of times.
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16.6 Brace Class 
16.6.1 The Brace Class is open to any 2 dogs that have earned the title of C.D. or higher. 
16.6.2 It is not necessary that the same person owns both dogs, nor that they be the same breed, except when entered in a breed specialty obedience trial. 
16.6.3 The owner or any other person may handle a brace in this class. 
16.6.4 A person may enter more than one brace in this class. 
16.5.5 The same handler must handle each brace in all 6 exercises unless he has 2 or more braces entered. In such case, he must have an additional handler for each extra 

brace when they are judged together in the Group Exercises. 
16.6.6 The Brace Class is performed and judged in the same manner as the Novice Class. The 2 dogs shall be hitched together with a brace chain or coupling and are judged on 

the performance of the 2 dogs as though they were one.  
16.8 Veterans Class 
16.8.1 The Veterans Class shall be for any dog that has earned the title of C.D. or higher and is 7 years old or older on the day of the trial. 
16.8.2 The exercises shall be performed and judged as in the Novice Classes. 
16.8.3 The owner or any other person may handle a dog in this class. 
16.8.4 A person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
16.8.5 The same handler must handle each dog in all 6 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such case, he must have an additional handler for each extra 

dog when they are judged together in the Group Exercises.   
Additional Note: For Veterans at this trial, 1 point is awarded for each year over 7 years of age in class.

16.1 Unofficial Classes 
16.1.1  All dogs entered in the Unofficial Classes must be entered in one of the Official Classes or Exhibition Only.  
16.5 Wild Card Classes 
16.5.1. No title is required for entry in any Wild Card class, but any dog entered must be capable of performing the exercises required at the class level in which it is 

entered. 
16.5.2 The owner or any other person may handle dogs in these classes. 
16.5.3  A person may enter more than one dog in any of these classes.  
16.5.4  Handlers may use verbal encouragement and praise during exercises in these classes without penalty. Handlers may also use additional commands, but will be 

penalized accordingly. 
16.5.5 The Wild Card option: A handler may choose to perform all exercises in a class, in which case all will be scored, or a handler may choose to skip one exercise and 

receive full credit for that exercise.The handler must inform the judge which exercise will be skipped before beginning the exercises. If an exercise is chosen to be 
skipped, it may not be performed. (E.g., a handler may choose to omit the Stand for Examination in Novice, the Long Down in Open, or the Directed Jumping in 
Utility, and receive a perfect score for the exercise.) 

16.5.6 Wild Card Novice Class.  Any dog that is capable of performing the Novice class exercises may be entered in the Wild Card Open class, which will be performed 
and judged as the regular Open A class. 

16.5.7 Wild Card Open Class. Any dog that is capable of performing the Open Class exercises may be entered in the Wild Card Open Class, which will be performed and 
judged as the regular Open A Class. 

16.5.8 Wild Card Utility Class. Any dog that is capable of performing the Utility Class exercises may be entered in the Wild Card Utility Class, which will be performed and 
judged as the regular Utility A Class. Handlers are permitted to encourage and praise their dogs verbally during the performance of all Utility exercises except the 
signal exercise

9.1.1 Dogs competing in this class may not have earned the R. N. title or any Obedience title other than P.C.D.. No handler who has exhibited a dog through its CKC 

C.D.X. title shall be eligible to enter this class.The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families. A 
person may enter more than one dog in this class. 

9.1.2 No dog may be entered in both Rally Novice A and Rally Novice B at any  one trial. 
9.2 Rally Novice B 
9.2.1 Any dog may compete in this class until a qualifying score in the Rally Advanced Class is earned. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A 

person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
10.1 Rally Intermediate 
10.1.1 The Rally Intermediate Class is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter Rally Advanced Classes. 
10.1.2 This class shall be for dogs that have earned the R.N. title. A dog completing the R.I. or any other obedience or rally titles may continue to compete in this class 

indefinitely.The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class.

11.2 Rally Advanced B 
11.2.1 This class will be for dogs that have earned the R.N. title. A dog completing the R.A. title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other

12.1.1 This class shall be for dogs that have earned the R. A. title, but have not earned the R. E. title or any CKC Obedience title other than P.C.D.. No handler who has

12.2 Rally Excellent B 
12.2.1 This class will be for dogs that have earned the R.A. title. A dog completing the R.E. title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other 

person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. 
13.1 Rally Master 
131. This class will be for dogs that have earned the RE title. A dog completing the RM title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely.  The owner or any other 

person may handle dogs in this class.  A person may enter more than one dog in this class.  
14 Rally Advanced Excellent (RAE) 
14.1  Upon completion of the Rally Excellent title, qualifying scores may be accumulated from the Rally Advanced B Class and the Rally Excellent B Class to earn the 

Rally Advanced Excellent (RAE) title.  
14.2  In order to receive the RAE title, a dog must qualify 10 times in both the Rally Advanced B Class and the Rally Excellent B Class at the same trial. The RAE title will 

appear at the end of the dog’s name and a numeric designation will indicate the number of times the dog has met RAE requirements, i.e. RAE2, RAE3, etc. 
15 Rally Master Excellent (RMX) 
15.1  Upon completion of the Rally Master title, qualifying scores may be accumulated from the Rally Excellent B Class and the Rally Master Class to earn the Rally 

Master Excellent (RMX) title.  
15  In order to receive the RMX title, a dog must qualify 10 times in both the Rally Excellent B Class and the Rally Master Class at the same trial with scores of 90 or 

higher in Excellent and 85 or higher in Master. Double qualifying score must be earned under at least five different judges.  The RMX title will appear at the end 
of the dog’s name and a numeric designation will indicate the number of times the dog has met RMX requirements - i.e., RMX2, RMX3, etc.
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3.6 Indignities to a Judge 
3.6.1 A judge officiating at a trial held under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the trial. It shall be the duty and obligation 

of the club holding the trial to see that this rule is effectively carried out. 
4.4 Limited Entries 
4.4. If indications point to a probable entry in any or all classes in excess of the club’s capabilities, it may limit entries in any or all classes by prominent announcement on 

the title cover page of its premium list, or immediately under the obedience and/or rally heading in the premium list of a combined conformation show and obedience 
and/or rally trial, that entries in such class, classes or trial, will close automatically when a certain limit has been reached, even if the official closing date for entries 
has not arrived. 

4.4.2 When the advertised limit (if applicable) has been reached, all remaining entries may be assigned a position (by class) on the reserve list. The person making the 
entry shall be notified of his position on the list. In the event that the entry of a bitch in season is withdrawn after the closing date, it may be substituted with one from 
the reserve list up to and including the day of the trial. At the club’s discretion, if the club is notified in writing after the closing date that an entry other than a bitch in 
season will be absent from a trial, the entry may be substituted with one from the reserve list up to 24 hours prior to the trial. Fees will not be refunded for any 
reason other than a bitch being in season and to those on the reserve list who did not participate in the trial. Entry fees will be refunded within 10 days following the 
trial for those on the reserve list who did not participate in the trial. 

6.4 Dogs Must Compete 
6.4.1 Any dog entered and received at a trial must compete in all exercises of all classes in which it is entered, unless excused by the judge, official veterinarian, 

superintendent, or the Trial Committee chair. If excused by the official veterinarian, the excuse must be in writing on the form provided and attached to the judge’s 
book. If the dog is excused by either the superintendent or Trial Committee chair, a note to this effect must be written on the inside cover of the judge’s book and the 
reason stated thereon. 

6.5 Bitches In Season 
6.5.1  Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. The judge of a trial must remove from competition any bitch in season, or any bitch which appears so attractive to 

males as to be a disturbing element.  
6.5.2  When a bitch comes into season after entries have closed, the trial-giving club must refund the entry fee and listing fee providing the trial secretary receives, on or 

before the date of the trial, a veterinarian’s certificate declaring that the bitch was in season within the 10 day period preceding the trial.

15.1 Unofficial Classes 
15.1.2  All dogs entered in unofficial classes must also be entered in an official Rally class or Exhibition Only.  
15.2 Rally Brace Classes 
15.2.1  Brace class requirements shall be the same as those listed for the Obedience Brace Class, except that they are open to any 2 dogs that have earned a title of 

R.N. or higher.  
15.2.2  Clubs may offer one or all levels of classes: Rally Novice, Rally Advanced and/or Rally Excellent.  
15.3 Rally Team Classes 
15.3.1  Eligibility for Team Classes shall be the same as that listed for the Obedience Team Class, except that the class is open to any 4 dogs that have earned a title of 

R.N. or higher.  
15.3.2  Clubs may offer one or all levels of classes: Rally Novice, Rally Advanced and/or Rally Excellent.  
15.3.3  Each team member will run the course individually, with the team time running continuously. The judge will give the first member of the team the “Forward” 

command from the “Start” sign. Each subsequent dog and handler will start when the previous dog and handler pass the “Finish” sign, without any additional 
command of “Forward” by the judge. Timing for each team will begin when the judge commands “Forward” to the first handler in the team and will stop when 
the fourth handler and dog pass the finish line.
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6.1.6  Subject to the provisions stated in these rules, no dog may be entered in any class for which it is not eligible at the time entries for the trial close. The entry of a dog 
that is improperly entered in a class for which it is not eligible cannot be altered to another class after entries close except as provided in section 6.9.6.  

6.9 Moving Up 
6.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC with an eligible number according to these rules and has fulfilled the requirements for a title in accordance with 

these rules may be moved to the next level of competition if the schedule permits. The transfer must be on the appropriate move-up form and submitted to the Trial 
Secretary by the owner or handler at least 15 minutes before the start of the class. 

6.9.2 When move ups are permitted, clubs are exempt from the requirements of Section 4.3.4 and 4.3.5. 
6.9.3 The Trial Secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC with the requests attached to the appropriate entry 

forms. 
6.9.4  If it is established by the CKC that a dog moved up to the next level has not completed the requirements for the lower level before moving up, then all qualifying 

ribbons and/or awards earned by the dog incorrectly entered shall be forfeited and cancelled by the CKC and the owner may be subject to disciplinary action.  
6.9.5  In order for a dog to be eligible to move up, the dog must be individually registered with the CKC, have a Performance Event Number (PEN), or an Event 

Registration Number (ERN) before entries close. The addition of a CKC number after close of entries does not make the dog eligible and will result in referral to the 
Discipline Committee.  

6.9.8  Exhibitors incorrectly entered in the A class are permitted to move the dog to the corresponding B or C class up to one hour before the start of the trial. Exhibitors 
incorrectly entered in the Novice B class are permitted to move the dog to the Novice C class up to one hour before the start of the trial. 

6.9.7 Exhibitors entered in the Open H classes are permitted to move to the Open 18 classes and vice versa up to one hour before the start of the trial. 
6.9.8  Exhibitors incorrectly entered in the Novice B class are permitted to move the dog to the Novice C class up to one hour before the start of the trial.

Moving Up

6.1 Entry Requirements 
6.1.1 Every dog entered in an approved trial or sanctioned match must be one of the following: 
(a)  Registered with the CKC  
(b)  Have an Event Registration Number (ERN)  
(c)  Have a Performance Event Number (PEN)  
(d)  Eligible for registration with the CKC  
(e)  Have a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) if it belongs to a CKC listed breed  
(f)  Have a Canine Companion Number (CCN) 
6.1.3 If a dog is not registered individually in the records of the CKC, it may be entered at a trial held under these rules as a “listed” dog, provided that: 
(a)  If born in Canada, it is eligible for individual CKC registration  
(b)  If not born in Canada it is eligible for individual registration in the records of the CKC  
(c)  If it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number or CKC registration number is obtained from the CKC within 30 days of the first trial entered  
(d) The entry of a listed dog at an obedience trial held under these rules (sanctioned matches excluded), must be accompanied by the appropriate listing fees. Breeds of 

dogs on the miscellaneous list may not be entered as a “listed dog,” but must have a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN). Mixed breeds and 
unrecognized breeds also may not be entered as “listed” but must have a Canine Companion Number (CCN).

10.1.2  CKC Scent Detection Instinct-This is an optional title with no prerequisites. This class is open to dogs who have not attained a CKC Scent Detection Novice title. A dog must obtain one Qualifying score in 

the Instinct Class to obtain SDIN title. SDIN will be a suffix title.  

10.1.3  CKC Scent Detection Novice-This class has no prerequisites. This class is open to dogs who have not attained a CKC Scent Detection Open Title. A dog must obtain one Qualifying score in the Novice 

Class in each of the three Novice components of Containers, Interior, and Exterior to obtain the SDN title. Qualifying scores do not have to be earned at the same trial. SDN will be a suffix title.  

10.1.4  CKC Scent Detection Open-A dog must have obtained a CKC Scent Detection Novice Title (SDN) before entering this class. This class is open to dogs who have not attained a CKC Scent Detection 

Excellent Title. A dog must obtain one Qualifying score in the Open Class in each of the three Open components of Containers, Interior, and Exterior to obtain the SDO title. Qualifying scores do not have to be 

earned at the same trial. SDO will be a suffix title.  

10.1.5  CKC Scent Detection Excellent- A dog must have obtained a CKC Scent Detection Open Title (SDO) before entering this class. This class is open to dogs who have not attained a CKC Scent Detection 

Master Title. A dog must obtain one Qualifying score in the Excellent Class in each of the three Excellent components of Containers, Interior, and Exterior to obtain the SDE title. Qualifying scores do not have to 

be earned at the same trial. SDE will be a suffix title.  

10.1.6  CKC Scent Detection Master- A dog must have obtained a CKC Scent Detection Excellent Title (SDE) before entering this class. A dog must obtain one Qualifying score in the Master Class in each of the 

three Master components of Containers, Interior, and Exterior to obtain the SDM title. Qualifying scores do not have to be earned at the same trial. SDM will be a suffix title. 25
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UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT 

7.1  It shall be deemed unsportsmanlike conduct if a person during the running of or in connection 

with an event abuses or harasses a judge, event official or any other person present in any capacity at 

the event.  

7.2  Any handler who displays unsportsmanlike conduct or who is seen to kick, strike or otherwise 

roughly manhandle a dog at any time during the holding of the event, may be expelled from the event 

by the Event Committee.  

7.3  The judge shall also have the authority to expel a handler from an event if they observe 

unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of the handler or see the handler kicking, striking or otherwise 

roughly manhandling a dog while the event is in progress. It will be the duty of the judge to report 

promptly to the Event Committee the expulsion of a handler.  

7.4  The Event Committee shall investigate, at once, any instance of alleged unsportsmanlike conduct 

on the part of the handler, or any report that a handler has been observed kicking, striking or 

otherwise roughly manhandling a dog. If the Event Committee, after investigation, determines that a 

handler is in violation of this section, and that the incident, if proven, would constitute conduct 

prejudicial to the sport or the CKC, it shall exercise its authority in accordance with the Complaints 

section of these rules.  

7.5  The event secretary shall submit to the CKC a complete report of any hearing action taken under 

this section within 21 days.  

7.6  Handlers and/or spectators may not divulge any information about the search, the location of the 

hide, or their performance until all teams have run for the particular class. Even innocent discussion 

can inadvertently cue handlers as to the circumstances of the search in a way that may bias their 

performance. If anyone is found to be discussing a search before the class has ended, both parties in 

the discussion (speaker and listener) will be penalized with a “Not Qualified” score (NQ) for the class. 

Additionally, at the discretion of the Event Committee, persons discussing a search may be excused 

from the trial and asked to leave the trial grounds.  

7.7  Spectators are encouraged to photo and video dogs and handlers while they search, however under no circumstances may they share this with any handler competing in the same class who has not yet run. 

Handlers are not allowed to take video while handling a dog. These videos are for the enjoyment of those who cannot be present to watch the team search, and for the handler to have a keepsake of their experience. 
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9.4 The Search  

9.4.1  There shall be no training at the venue other than in the designated warm-up area.  

9.4.2  If the club has designated a warm-up area, only one labelled container per target odor to be used in the trial on that day will be placed in the warm-up area. This will allow handler-dog teams to prepare 

themselves for the search prior to their run. Warm ups are limited to 2 minutes or less. Clubs are permitted to use blank containers in the warm up area.  

9.4.3  Dogs may be outfitted with accessories such as paw covers or booties, jackets, sweaters, and hair ties or bows as the handler deems necessary for the dog to safely navigate the search area. Handlers are 

permitted to wear treat pouches or fanny packs to carry food rewards. The final word on whether or not an accessory is allowed shall rest with the judge.  

9.4.4  Handlers must confirm the dog’s indication with the word “Alert” when the dog indicates a find. If a verbal confirmation is not possible due to environmental factors or a handler’s disability, The handler may 

inform the judge of an alternate confirmation, such as an obvious hand signal.  

9.4.5  The “Finish” or “Clear” call is used in the Master classes that contain multiple hides. The handler is required to call “Finish” or “Clear” when all hides have been located for the search area. This call is 

required to stop the time for the search. If the handler fails to correctly call “Finish” or “Clear” prior to the expiration of the search time, it will result in a non-qualifying score.  

9.4.6  Handlers are allowed to touch the dog at any time during the search for direction or praise.  

9.4.7  Handlers are not allowed to touch objects in the search area without express permission from the judge.  

9.4.8  When a dog correctly finds the scent, the handler may reward the dog with a food or toy reinforcer. Handlers must not contaminate the search area with food particles or saliva. When a toy is used it cannot 

be thrown or be a toy which makes noise. Toys or food cannot be used to bait the dog for the search.  

9.4.9  Dropping food while rewarding a dog is considered a contamination of the search area, regardless of whether the food is dropped on, near, or away from the hide. Contamination of the search area will 

result in a non-qualifying score.  

9.4.10  If a search area is contaminated, every effort must be made to return the area to pristine condition before the running of the next dog. If a dog eliminates in an indoor search area, all surfaces or objects in 

the affected area must be thoroughly cleaned with an enzymatic cleaner. If a dog eliminates in an outdoor search area, any small affected objects such as rocks or sticks should be removed, and the ground 

should be sprayed with an enzymatic cleaner. If an area or object is contaminated by food residue or saliva, the food residue should be removed and the area or object should be wiped down with water. Any 

container that is contaminated by significant food residue or significant saliva should be replaced.  

9.4.11  If a hide must be relocated in the middle of a class, it should be moved to a location that presents the same challenges as at the original location. The location of the original hide should be wiped with 

undiluted distilled white vinegar and the scent must be left to stand in the new hide location for 10 minutes before the next dog is run.  

9.4.12  No one outside the search area may assist the handler or disclose the location of the hide. Judges should excuse exhibitors whose dog they reasonably believe have benefited from double handling. 

Spectators who intentionally or unintentionally give aid to a team may be asked to leave the spectator area by the judge. Handlers may not watch other exhibitors from their class prior to their turn.  

9.4.13  Any person not handling a dog in the current class, or any person who has already completed their run in that class, may choose to watch searches from the spectator area. Spectators are absolutely 

forbidden from discussing details of the search with handlers who have yet to run.
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9.5 The Containers  

9.5.1 Containers are used to conceal the scent vessel for container searches in the Odor Search division. Containers can include boxes, paper bags, upside down flower pots, briefcases, luggage, backpacks, 

storage bins, or other similar odor-permeable container, as specified by difficulty level. Containers utilizing glass may never be used. Containers in Novice searches must be boxes and must all be identical. 

Whenever boxes are used, they shall be at least 10-inches long by 8-inches wide; they must be no less than 3-inches and no more than 8-inches tall. Surplus containers for replacement must be avail- able 

should any of the containers become damaged or contaminated. Whenever cardboard boxes are used, the bottoms of the boxes must be taped shut.  

9.5.2  Classes within the Odor Search Division are conducted in one of three Elements (search environments). These are Container, Interior, and Exterior.  

9.5.3  Containers for Instinct Class consists of five (5) identical box containers that are laid out on the floor of the search area. The boxes are arranged in one row of five containers. Each box must be at least 12” 

apart. The search area must be at least 250 and no more than 400 square feet. One of the containers holds the target odor of Wintergreen. The dog has two (2) minutes to locate the container with the target 

scent and communicate the find to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates the find.  

9.5.4  Containers for Novice Class consists of ten(10) identical box containers that are laid out on the floor of the search area. The boxes are arranged in two rows of five containers. Each box must be at least 12” 

apart, and each row must be at least 36” apart. The search area must be at least 250 and no more than 400 square feet. One of the containers holds the target odor of Wintergreen. The dog has two (2) minutes 

to locate the container with the target scent and communicate the find to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates the find.  

9.5.5  Containers for the Open Class consists of Fifteen(15) containers of various size and type are laid out on the floor of the search area. The containers may be arranged in three rows of five containers, in a 

circle, or in a “U” formation. Each container must be at least 12” apart, and if rows are used, each row must be at least 36” apart. The search area must be at least 400 and no more than 600 square feet. Two of 

the containers hold the target odor, which may be Wintergreen or Pine (each scent vessel may contain the same odor, or one of each.). One of the containers shall hold a toy (may NOT be the same container that 

holds odor). The dog has two(2) minutes to locate the containers with the target scents and communicate the finds to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates each find. The time will stop 

after the second alert call.  

9.5.6  Container for the Excellent Class consists of Twenty(20) containers of various size and type are laid out on the floor of the search area. The containers may be arranged in four rows of five containers, in a 

circle, or in a “U” formation. Each container must be at least 12” apart, and if rows are used, each row must be at least 36” apart. The search area must be at least 600 and no more than 800 square feet. The 

target odors will be hidden in three of the containers. There will be two distractions at this level, and may be toy or food. The target odors at this level will be Wintergreen and/or Pine and or Anise. The dog has 

three (3) minutes to locate the containers with the target scent and communicate the finds to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates each find. After the third “Alert” call, the time will stop.  

9.5.7  Containers for the Master Class consists of Twenty (20) containers of various size and type are laid out on the floor of the search area. The containers may be arranged in four rows of five containers, in a 

circle, or in a “U” formation. Each container must be at least 12” apart, and if rows are used, each row must be at least 36” apart. The search area must be at east 600 and no more than 800 square feet. The 

target odor(s) will be hidden in one, two, or three of the containers. The handler will not know the exact number of hides at this level. There will be three distractions at this level, and these may be toy, food, or 

human. The target odor(s) at this level will be Birch and/or Anise and/or Clove and/or Cypress. The dog has four (4) minutes to locate the container(s) with the target scent and communicate the find(s) to its 

handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates each find. When the handler believes all hides have been located, he/she must call “Finish” or “Clear”.
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9.6 Interior Searches  

9.6.1 The interior search element tests the dog’s ability to locate the target odor in an indoor search environment. The search will take place inside a room or rooms in a building (such as an office, classroom, 

kitchen, bathroom, warehouse, etc.). The entire room need not be utilized for the search area, but if part of the room is excluded from the search area then the boundaries should be clearly delineated with colored 

adhesive tape, caution tape, plastic fencing, or by some other method. The minimum and maximum times are specified, but the actual time limit in each of these classes will be determined by the judge.  

9.6.2  In the Interior Novice Class the target odor is hidden in a room or part of a room with an area of not less than 100 and not more than 200 square feet. The target odor of Wintergreen is hidden on, under, or 

in an object within the room. There is one hide at this level, which must be accessible and may not be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) off the floor for small dogs, 24 inches (2 ft.) off the floor for Medium dogs 

and 36 inches (3 ft.) off the floor for large dogs. There will be no intentional distractions. The dog must find the target scent and communicate the find to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog 

indicates the find. The time limit is set by the judge and must be between 1 and 3 minutes.  

9.6.3  In the Interior Open Class the target odors are hidden in a room or part of a room with an area of not less than 200 and not more than 400 square feet. The target odors of Wintergreen and/or Pine are 

hidden within the search area. There are two hides at this level, which must be accessible and may not be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) off the floor for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium 

dogs and 36 inches (3 ft.) off the floor for large dogs. There will be one toy distraction. The dog must find the target scents and communicate the finds to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog 

indicates each find. The time will stop after the second alert call. The time limit is set by the judge and must be between 1 and 3 minutes.  

9.6.4  In the Interior Excellent Class the target odors of Wintergreen and/or Pine and/or Anise are hidden in two distinct search areas in one or more rooms, or part of a room. The total space of the two search 

areas must not be less than 400 and not more than 800 square feet. Each search area will be worked independently, with a separate time limit. There are three hides at this level, (2) two of which must be 

accessible and none of which may be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) off the floor for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium dogs and 36 inches (3 ft.) off the floor for large dogs. There are two 

distractions, which may be a toy or food. The dog must find the target scents and communicate the finds to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates each find. After the third “Alert” call, the 

time will stop. The time limit is set by the judge and must be between 1 and 3 minutes.  

9.6.5 In the Interior Master Class the target odor(s) Birch and/or Anise and/or Clove and/or Cypress are hidden in two or three distinct search areas in one or more rooms, or part of a room. The total space of all 

search areas must be not less than 600 and not more than 1000 square feet. Each search area will be worked independently, with a separate time limit. There are an unknown number of total hides, either one, 

two, or three. Any or all hides may be inaccessible, but none may be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) off the floor for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium dogs and 36 inches(3 ft.) off the floor 

for Large dogs. One of the search areas may be “blank” (with no hide). There are three distractions, which may be a toy, food, or human. The dog must find the target scent(s) and communicate the find(s) to its 

handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates each find. When the handler believes that all hides have been found in the search area, then he/she must call “Finish” or “Clear” to stop the time for 

that search area. The process will be repeated for each additional search area.
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9.7 Exterior Searches  

9.7.1 The exterior search element tests the dog’s ability to locate the target scent in an area with natural airflow, and in spite of everyday distractions such as the sounds and smells of nature. The search may be 

in a covered area but should have no more than two walls. The search area boundaries will be clearly delineated by colored adhesive tape, caution tape, flags, plastic fencing, ring gates, or by some other 

method. The minimum and maximum time are specified, but the actual time limit in each of these classes will be determined by the judge.  

9.7.2  In the Exterior Novice Class the target odor of Wintergreen is hidden in an outdoor area at least 200 but not more than 400 square feet. There is one hide at this level, which must be accessible and may not 

be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) above the ground for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium dogs and 36 inches (3 ft.) off the ground for large dogs. There will be no intentional distractions. 

The dog must find the target scent and communicate the find to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates the find. The time limit is set by the judge and must be between 2 and 4 minutes.  

9.7.3  In the Exterior Open Class the target odors of Wintergreen and/or Pine are hidden in an outdoor area at least 400 but not more than 800 square feet. There are two hides at this level, which must be 

accessible and may not be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) above the ground for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium dogs and 36 inches (3 ft.) off the ground for large dogs. There will be 

one toy distraction. The dog must find the target scents and communicate the finds to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog indicates the finds. The time will stop after the second alert call. The 

time limit is set by the judge and must be between 2 and 4 minutes.  

9.7.4  In the Exterior Excellent Class the target odors of Wintergreen and/or Pine and/or Anise are hidden in an outdoor area not less than 800 but not more than 1500 square feet. There are three hides at this 

level, one of which may be inaccessible, and none of which may be located higher than 12 inches (1 ft.) above the ground for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium dogs and 36 inches (3 ft.) off 

the ground for large dogs. There are two distractions, which may be a toy or food. The dog must find the target scents and communicate the finds to its handler. The handler must call “Alert” when the dog 

indicates the finds. After the third “Alert” call, the time will stop. The time limit is set by the judge and must be between 3 and 5 minutes.  

9.7.5 In the Exterior Master Class the target odor(s) Birch and/or Anise and/or Clove and/or Cypress of are hidden in an outdoor area not less than 1500 but not more than 2000 square feet. There are one, two, or 

three hides at this level, all of which may be inaccessible, none of which may be located higher 12 inches (1 ft.) above the ground for small dogs, 24 inches (2 feet) off the floor for Medium dogs and 36 inches(3 

ft.) off the ground for Large dogs. The exact number of hides is not known to the handler. There are three distractions, which may be a toy, food, or human. The dog must find the target scent(s) and communicat 

the find(s) to its handler. The handler must call "Alert" when the dog indicates each find. When the handler believes that all hides have been located, he/she must call “Finish” or “Clear” to stop the time. The time 

limit is set by the judge and must be between 3 and 5 minutes.
