QUARRY: The quarry used in these tests will be two rats or two gerbils.

AWARDS:: Qualifiers in the Introduction to Quarry test will receiver flat ribbons.

TEST PRECINCT: The precinct of this test will be the marked section of

ATTENTION FOREIGN EXHIBITORS: Please note that fees are due and payable
in Canadian dollars. Due to consistently fluctuating currency rates, discounted cheques
will not be accepted. Personal cheques will be accepted. If you pay by personal
American cheque, it must be made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange
will be refunded to the exhibitor. Do not write “Payable In Canadian Funds” or “At Par”.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (Foreign Born/Owned Dogs) : For the
purpose of entering CKC events to obtain CKC titles, individual registration is not
required for foreign born/owned dogs. Foreign exhibitors may apply for an ERN (Event
Registration Number). This number MUST be applied for within 30 days of entering a
first CKC event to avoid cancellation. Exhibitors may submit a photocopy of the dog’s
foreign Registration Certificate and the appropriate fee (Canadian funds) along with the
completed application form.
