Information:

A non member resident in Canada is subject to the fee. Dogs co-owned with a CKC member are exempt.  

There are 2 options for non-members:

b) Pay the Non-Member Participation Fee

Dogs co-owned by two or more individuals; the first person listed in the CKC dog records will be 
considered the caregiver of the dog and all communication will be sent to this person.

The fee is a yearly charge based on the calendar year January 01 to December 31 in which the awards, 
legs, points, titles, etc were achieved. It is not based on the number of dogs or titles or awards earned, and
is assessed against the owner(s).

Non members will receive a letter from CKC Head Office informing them that they have 30 days to join 
the Club or pay the Non-Member Participation Fee.

Payment of the Non-Member Participation Fee or becoming a CKC member will protect all awards, 
points, titles and legs in the calendar year in which they were earned.

Failure to pay the fee within 30 days of the notice will result in all awards, legs, points, titles being 
cancelled.

SENIOR PUPPY
Dogs 9 months of age and under 12 months of age on the day of the show.

12 TO 18 MONTHS
Dogs 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the day of the show.

CANADIAN BRED
Dogs born in Canada only. Champions of any country excluded.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR
Dogs owned by and handled in the ring by the breeder. The Handler must be the owner/co-owner
and breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The owner/breeder must handle the dog in this class but need
not handle the dog for further awards.

OPEN
For all dogs.

VETERANS CLASS

All dogs entered shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as for a dog entered in
competition.
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SPECIALTY CONFORMATION SHOW

NON-REGULAR CLASSES & UNOFFICIAL CLASSES

BRACE CLASS
This class shall be for two dogs of the same breed (not necessarily of the same sex). A brace must be
handled by one person on one lead. A brace must be judged as an identical pair, same color, size, gait and
same stride. When viewed from the side they should appear as one dog and it’s shadow. Dogs entered in
this class may be spayed or neutered and if so must be entered in an altered class or exhibition only.

TEAM CLASS
Requirements for this class are the same as those for the Brace Class except four dogs shall be entered.

STUD DOG AND GET CLASS
This class shall be comprised of Stud Dog and two or more of his get. Ownership in this class need not
be identical. The stud dog may be spayed or neutered and must be entered in a Regular Class or
Exhibition Only. Get must be entered in a Regular Class.

BROOD BITCH AND PROGENY CLASS
This class shall be comprised of the Brood Bitch and two or more of her Progeny. Same rules apply as
stud dog class.

AWARD OF MERIT
Award of Merit is offered for every 10 dogs competing at Best Of Breed level.

GUN DOG CLASS
Shall be for any dog that has earned a titled at a WC test, hunt test or a placement at a field trial

EXHIBITION ONLY
All dogs entered shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as for a dog entered in
competition.

PARADE OF TITLE HOLDERS
This class is open to any Champion of any country. Obedience Trial Champions, Rally Obedience Trial
Champions and Field Champions are also included. Dog must be entered in a Regular Class or
Exhibition only.

PARADE OF VETERANS
This class is open for all dogs and bitches seven years of age and over.

Parade of Titleholders & Veterans – Owners are to submit a resume of their dog’s accomplishments at the
time of entry – limit to 100 words on the form provided in this premium list with the entry at closing.

ALTERED DOG CLASS
This class shall be for dogs who have been sexually altered. Eligibility for the altered classes shall be

Sweepstakes shall be for any dog six months up to and including 18 months of age. To enter this class,
the dog must be entered in one of the CKC Regular Classes or Exhibition Only. There will be three
classes in all , divided by sex.

10.1.1 The obedience Open Class A shall be for dogs of any recognized or listed breed and of either sex

have earned the title of C.D. (Companion Dog) in Canada but which have not earned the title of
C.D.X. (Companion Dog Excellent).
10.1.2 Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and that person must handle the dog in all
exercises.The
handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families,
and must be eligible to handle under section 10.1.3.

Open Class B. Dogs that have completed the requirements for the title of U.D. (Utility Dog) in Canada
may enter this class.
10.2.6 A dog eligible for entry in the Utility Class at any obedience trial held under these rules is also
eligible
for entry in the Open Class B at the same trial

Utility Class
11.1.1 The obedience Utility Class shall be for dogs of any recognized or listed breed and of
either sex which
shall have earned the title of C.D.X. (Companion Dog Excellent) in Canada.
11.1.2 Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person.
However, the same person
must handle the dog in all exercises.

Pre-Novice
13.2.1 The Pre-Novice class shall be for dogs of any recognized or listed breed and of either sex which
have not earned the title of P.C.D. (Pre-Companion Dog) in Canada.
13.2.2 Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person. A person may
enter more than one dog in this class and must have an additional handler for each dog when they are
judged together in the Group Exercise.
13.2.3 A dog may be entered in the Pre-Novice that has not earned the title of C.D. in Canada or a
comparable title in any other country. 13.2.4 The Pre-Novice class is an elective class and earning a title
is not a requirement to advance to the Novice Classes.

Exhibition Only
All dogs entered for “Exhibition Only shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as for a

dog entered in competition.

A separate entry form is required for each class in an obedience trial. To
facilitate setting up jumps for open and utility, please state the jump height requirement on each entry
form.
A bitch in season may not be entered in an obedience trial. Entry fees will be refunded for a bitch in
season provided a veterinarian’s certificate to this effect is presented to the show/trial secretary prior to
the start of the first trial.
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Rally Obedience

Rally Obedience is a form of dog obedience with a twist - a total focus on fun and excitement for
the dog, handler and spectator.

Dog and handler teams follow a set course, performing the exercise indicated by 10-20
consecutive signs. Signs are numbered to indicate the course the handler and dog take during the
performance.

There is a lot of variety with each rally course. And rally is different than Obedience in that
handlers may talk to their dogs, praise them, and give them needed verbal commands.

Handlers can even use hand signals, point and in Novice and Advanced, clap and snap their
fingers at anytime and as often as the handler needs. And it's not only allowed, but encouraged -
making it a really fun sport!

THREE LEVELS OF RALLY OBEDIENCE

The first level – Rally Novice (RN) – is performed on lead.

At this level there are 31 different exercises from which the judge will select 10-15 for the test.
Each exercise is outlined on a sign in graphic and words, and can include various combinations
of turns, heeling, sits, downs, fronts and finishes. Points are deducted for tight lead, lack of
control, incorrectly performing a station, lack of teamwork and handler error. The use of loud or
harsh commands and intimating signals by the handler are also deducted from your points.

The next two levels, Rally Advanced (RA) and Rally Excellent (RE) are performed off lead
and include jumps.

Scoring for all levels is based on a maximum of 100 points with a minimum passing score of 70.
Rally Obedience is timed and any tied scores are based on the time taken to run the course.
You need three qualifying scores earned under at least two different judges
