REFUND POLICY The Moncton Kennel Club has instituted the following 
refund policies. Up to November 11, 2022, 8:00 am AST refunds should 
the show be cancelled shall be 80%. Remainder will be kept by the Club 
to cover costs. Once the show starts there shall be no refunds.  
REFUND INFORMATION ~ COMMUNICABLE DISEASES Entry Fees 
will be refunded for dogs/bitches that are posing a threat of a 
COMMUNICABLE DISEASE on the day of the show. To obtain the 
refund, a letter from a practicing Veterinarian MUST be presented to the 
Show Secretary prior to the commencement of the show. 

 
CKC NON-MEMBER PARTICIPATION FEE 
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The Non-Member Participation Fee applies to dogs wholly owned by a resident of Canada who is not a 
member of the CKC; it is not applicable to CKC members or dogs co-owned with a CKC member. In 
order for the title to be awarded, the non-member will have a choice to either become a CKC member or 
pay the Non-Member Participation Fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will result in the 
title being withheld and the dog cannot be moved up to the next level.  (For a Membership application, 
please go to www.ckc.ca under CKC Services and Forms On-Line). The Non-Member Participation Fee 
is fee paid in the calendar year (January – December) in which the dog achieved its title and/or titles.

POINTS ALLOCATED*           0 1               2             3              4                  5 
*Includes the dog awarded WINNERS 
      
To determine the numbers of championship points earned by a dog awarded WINNERS total all the 
dogs in competition which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official 
breed awards:  Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or Best of Opposite Sex and then consult the 
schedule set forth above.
