Chapter  8  Entries and End of Show Section 
 8.2.5 An error in an age specified class, date of birth or sex may be amended on the 
entry form up to one hour before the start of the show. 
Section  8.3.1 Entries: Every dog entered in a Championship show must be one of 
the following: 
a) registered with the CKC,  
b) have an Event Registration Number,  
c) be eligible for registration with the CKC, or 
d) if it belongs to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous Certification Number 
(MCN). 
Section 8.4.1 Listed Dogs: If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a) or (b) but is eligible 
for registration with the CKC, it may be entered at a show as a listed dog provided: 
b) that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual registration; 
c) that if not born in Canada, is eligible for registration in the records of the CKC. 
d) that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number or CKC 
registration number is obtain from the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered.

Chapter 4 Judges Section 4.1.3 A judge officiating at a show held under these rules 
shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It 
shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is 
effectively carried out. 
Section 4.1.6 No person may approach a judge either directly or otherwise, orally or 
in writing, to favor his entry. Disciplinary action will be taken against any person 
who violates this rule or against a judge who fails to report any contravention of this 
rule to the CKC within 14 days of the act. 
Chapter 14 Disqualifying or Excusing Dogs  
Section 14.1.2 (a) At his discretion, a judge shall have the authority to excuse or 
disqualify a dog which menaces, threatens, attempts to bite or bites the judge, 
another person, or another dog in the ring.  When a dog is twice excused on this 
account, it shall have the status of a disqualified dog. 
 (b)    At his discretion, a judge shall have the authority to permanently disqualify a 
dog which bites the judge or another person in the ring.  Dogs disqualified under 
this provision will not be eligible for reinstatement.  The decision to permanently 
disqualify a dog must be clearly indicated on the Judge’s Disqualification Form. 
Section 14.1.4  Once a dog has been disqualified for any reason at a conformation 
show, it may not be entered or shown at another show until  

the dog has been reinstated by the CKC.  All awards earned by a dog shown in 
violation of this section will be cancelled by the CKC and the owner of the dog is 
subject to disciplinary action.  A dog disqualified under section 14.1.2 (b) is not 
eligible for reinstatement. 
Section 14.1.5  Any dog that is disqualified under section 14.1.2(a) shall 
automatically be disqualified from entering in any CKC event in any other 
discipline until such time as the dog is officially reinstated, if the dog is eligible for 
reinstatement. 
Championship Points and Cancellations 
Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be credited 
with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of 
championship points credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be as provided 
hereunder. 
Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number 
of points awarded Winners shall be as follows: 

Dogs competing* 1 2 3 -5 6-9 10-12 13 & more 

Points allocated 0 1 2 3  4   5 

*Includes the dog awarded Winners.     
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, 
dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall NOT be included in 
the calculation for championship points. 
Section 15.1.3 If a Dog awarded Winners was also awarded Best of Breed then at 
the show all dogs competing in the breed, including Specials Only, shall be 
included the total. 
Section 15.1.4 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex to 
Best of Breed, then all dogs of the same sex including those competing for Specials 
Only shall be included in the total. 
Section 15.1.5 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then all 
dogs defeated directly or indirectly in the breed shall  be included in the total. 
Section 15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the same sex 
in the class competition shall be included in the total. 
Section 15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog 
awarded Winners shall be determined by the highest award earned and calculated 
as per this section.  
Clarification: Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners Bitch is 
awarded Best of Opposite Sex but not Best of Winners, the Best of Winners Male 
shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials Bitches, and is thus 
entitled to add them to the number of dogs and bitches defeated. 
Section 15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level, a 
dog awarded Winners which also places in the regular Group competition shall be 
credited with the following additional points provided that the dog was defeated 
at the Group level.

Section 15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with more than 5 championship points 
in a single show: 
Section 15.1.10 A breed or class shall not be allowed more than 2 sets of 
championship points per sex on any day in the same venue. 
Section 15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners which also places Best in Show at an all-
breed conformation show shall be credited with 5 championship points inclusive 
of any points earned at the breed and group level.  
Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner 
provided with a Championship certificate, the dog must: 

(a)     earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3          judges; and, 
(b)     be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have an Event 
Registration Number. 
(c)     have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed 
or group level.
