Please do not mark personal cheques “Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par”

as such items are not readily cleared through the banks. Your cooperation is appreciated.

ENTRY INFORMATION

1. No Entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the Entry form are

completed in ful l. HANDLERS or AGENTS please note the full name and address of

a l l owners MUST BE FILLED IN.

2. Incomplete Entries Will Be Returned. No Entry will be accepted unless accompanied

by Entry Fees. Te lephone and Telegraph entr ies cannot be accepted. Exhibitors

must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom the

entries were made.

3. Alterations, Substitutions or Cancellations of any Entry after the Closing Date is

prohibited, except moving Class Dogs to Specials or an error in a class entry as per

CKC dog show rules. Only dogs which ar already registered in the Canadian Kennel

Club Stud Book, or are eligible for such registration can be entered. The committee

reserves the r ight to refuse any entry subject to CKC Rules.

4. ENTRIES POSITIVELY CLOSE 9:00 PM, Thursday, July 22, 2010 and must be in the

hands of the Show Secretary by that date.

5. Identification cards and Judging Schedules will be mailed as soon as possible after

the entries close

6. Tendering of NSF cheques in payment of fees shall be considered non-payment of

fees and is punishable by discipl inary action. Any NSF cheques will be subject

to a $25.00 service charge.

It shal l be the duty and obl igat ion of the show giv ing c lub to see that a judge, club

official, volunteer or any participant is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show

Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and

the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on

rece ipt of a report indicat ing that this has occurred. (See Sect ion 19.7)

GENERAL INFORMATION

1. The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the show which will be governed

by C.K.C. Rules

2. The Bearded Collie Club of Canada will use due care and diligence for the welfare of

dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume liabil ity in the event

of acc ident, or other misfortunes, to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons/

3. I f , be cause o f r io t , c iv i l d i s tu rbance o r o the r ac t s beyond the con tro l o f

management, it is impossible to open or to complete the show, no refund of Entry will

be made.

4. Dogs need only arrive 15 minutes before scheduled judging time and will be excused

each show when not required for further judging. I f a dog is not at r ings ide

after it has been called three times, it wil l be marked absent. It is the

responsibi l ity of the exhibitors to have the dog at ringside when the dog’s class is

scheduled for judging.

SHOW PRECINCTS: 30 feet from rings and al l areas reserved for

exhibitors, judges and show officials.

MOVING CLASS DOGS TO SPECIALS

Chapter 13, Section 13 of the Dog Show Rules has been amended to allow a dog which is

individually registered in the records of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the

requirements for a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be

transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only” providing the request for

a transfer is submit ted to the Show Secretary in WRITING at least one hour pr ior to

the opening of the show, by the owner or handler.

SENIOR PUPPY - For puppies 9 months and under 12 months of age on the day of

12-18 MONTH - For dogs at least 12 months and under 18 months of age on the day

of specialty

CANADIAN BRED - For dogs born in Canada, champions in any country excluded.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR - For dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder.

Entry may be made by any person who is the owner/co-owner or breeder/co-breeder

of the dog. That person must handle the dog in the class but need not handle the dog

for a higher award.

OPEN CLASS - For all dogs and bitches.

VETERANS CLASS - For all dogs and bitches 7 years of age and over on the date of

the specialty. These dogs and bitches to compete for the regular placements, and the

1 s t place dog and bitch wi l l go on to compete for Best of Breed. The winner of the

Veterans Class will not compete for points but go directly into the Best of Breed

competit ion. Spayed/Neutered dogs may compete in Veterans

SPECIALS ONLY - For all dogs and bitches recognized as champions in the records of

the C.K.C. Listed dogs cannot be entered into the Specials Class.

NON- REGULAR CLASSES:

NOTE : All dogs and bitches entered in non-regular and unofficial classes MUST be

entered in one of the regular classes or exhibition only.

STUD DOG - Shall be for a dog and 2 or more of his ‘get’. The ‘get’ must also be

entered in one of the official C.K.C.classes or for “Specials Only’. The dogs comprising

the entry need not be owned by the same owner.

BROOD BITCH - Shall be for a bitch and 2 or more of her ‘progeny’. The ‘progeny’

must also be entered in one of the official C.K.C. classes or for ‘Specials Only’. The dogs

comprising the entry need not be owned by the same owner.

BRACE - Shal l be for 2 dogs, of either sex, or same sex. Both dogs must be entered in

one of the off icial C.K.C. classes or “Specials Only ’ and should be judged as an identical

pair, same colour, size, gait, stride. They must be handled by 1 person on 1 lead.

EXHIBITION ONLY - Spayed or neutered dogs may be entered in Exhibition Only. NOTE

- Dogs and bitches entered for Exhibition Only, may only compete in the non-regular and

unofficial classes. Spayed or neutered dogs may be entered in Veterans Sweepstakes

AWARDS OF MERIT - One Award of Merit per 10 dogs competing for Best of Breed.

SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES

ALTERED MALE CLASS - All sexually altered males, regardless of age will be judged

together.

ALTERED FEMALE CLASS - All sexual ly altered females, regardless of age will be

judged together. Winner of each of these two divisions competes for Best Altered in

Breed.

We will refund al l

entry and l ist ing fees if a bitch comes into season after c los ing date upon presentat ion

of a veter inar ian’s cert i f icate, cert i fy ing the bitch was in season within the 10-day

per iod preceding the tr ial . Th is cert i f icate must be del ivered to or reach the Tr ial

Secretary before the tr ial commences.

IMPORTANT NOTICE TO OBEDIENCE EXHIBITORS

There is no limitation on the number of trials at which a dog may be entered as a ‘l isted

dog’, except that a dog which has obtained three qual ify ing scores at obedience trials

held under C.K.C rules may not continue to compete at licensed obedience tr ials he ld

under the Club’s rules until the dog is registered individually with the C.K.C. Foreign born

and owned dogs, please refer to Event Registration Number (ERN) information listed

elsewhere.

A dog which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is not eligible for entry

in the Novice A class but may be entered in the Novice B class if it has not earned its

C.D.degree in Canada. A dog which has won it’s C.D. degree in Bermuda or the U.S. or has

won a comparable degree in a foreign country may be entered in the Novice B class if it

has not earned it’s C.D. degree in Canada.

NOVICE ‘A’ CLASS: One dog only may be entered in this class by any one

exhibitor

OPEN ‘A’ CLASS: One dog only may be entered in this class by any one

exhibitor.

NOTE: A dog entered in either of these classes must be handled in the ring by the

owner or a member of his/her immediate family.

Junior Conformation Handling will be held during lunch on August 16th. The show secretary at the show site

will accept entries the day of the competiton and one hour prior to the posted time for competition. Classes

will be divided by age of the handler as follows:

PEE WEE CLASS - This class is for handlers 4 years of age up to 6 years of age as of December 31st of the

year preceding the competition year. This class is optional and non competitive. No placements are to be

awarded; only participant ribbons, rosettes and token trophies may be presented.

JUNIOR NOVICE - This class is for handlers 7 to 10 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding

the competition year, who have not won 6 first places in the same class with competition.

JUNIOR OPEN - This class is for handlers 7 to 10 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding the

competition year, who have won 6 first places with competition.

INTERMEDIATE NOVICE CLASS - This class is for handlers 11 to 14 years of age as of December 31st of

the year preceding the competition year, who have not won 6 first places in the same class with competition.

INTERMEDIATE OPEN CLASS - This class is for handlers 11 to 14 years of age as of December 31st of the

year preceding the competition year, who have won 6 first places with competition and for any handler who

has progressed through the Junior Open level and feels that he has enough experience to compete at this

level.

SENIOR NOVICE CLASS -This class is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year

preceding the competition year and up to 18 years of age, who have not won 6 first places with competition in

this class. Handlers from the Intermediate levels progress to this class.

SENIOR OPEN CLASS -This class is for handlers 15 years of age as of December 31st of the year preceding

the competition year and up to 18 years of age, who have won 6 first places with competition in the Senior

Novice Class, and for any handler who has progressed through the Intermediate Open level and feels that he

has enough experience to compete at this level.

BEST OVERALL - Placement ribbons will be offered for all Junior and Senior handling classes. A trophy will

be offered to the Best Overall Junior Handler
