Dogs in this class may be handled by any person. More than one dog may be entered by any
handler, but each dog must have a separate handler for the “sit” and “down” exercises. A dog
which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is eligible for entry in this class.
Open A for any purebred dog that has won the title of C.D. in Canada, but that has not won
the title of C.D.X. (Companion Dog Excellent). Only one dog may be entered in this class by
any one exhibitor. The dog must be handled by the owner, co-owner or a member of his
immediate family. No licensed handler, trainer, nor any person who has previously handled a
dog through its U.D. (Utility Dog) title in Canada or elsewhere shall not be allowed to compete
inthis class. A dog which has won a comparable degree in any foreign country is not eligible for
entry in this class.
Open B for any purebred dog that has won the title of C.D. in Canada. Dogs in this class
may be handled by any person. More than one dog may be entered by any handler, but each dog
must have a separate handler for the “sit” and “down” exercises. No dog may be entered in both
Open A and Open B at any onetrial. A dog that has won the title of C.D.X. must competein
Open B. Dogs that have won the title of U.D. may enter this class. A dog eligible for entry in the
Utility classis also eligible for entry in the Open B class at the same trial.
Utility A for any purebred dog that has not earned the title of UD. No Person
who has earned aMOTCH title may not handle dogs in this class. Owners may enter more than
one dog in this class. The same person must handle the dog in all exercises.. Exercises will be
performed in the usual order.
Utility B 13.2.1 the Utility B class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed
which has earned the title CDX or UD.

The Pre-Novice Class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed
breed which has not earned the title of P.C.D. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or
any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class

CLASSIFICATION —RALLY

Rally Novice A — Dogs competing in this class may not have won a CKC Rally Novice (R.N) title or any CKC Novice obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-
owner, or a member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. No dog may be entered in both Rally Novice A and Rally Novice B at any one trial.
Rally Novice B — Any dog may complete in this class until a qualifying score in the Rally Advanced Class is earned. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may

enter more than one dog in this class

Rally Advanced A —This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (R.N.) title but have not won the Rally Advanced (R.A.) title or any CKC Novice obediencetitle. The handler of
any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or a member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. No dog may be entered in both Rally Advanced A

and Rally Advanced B at any onetrial.

Rally Advanced B — This class will be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (R.N) title. A dog completing the Rally Advanced (R.A.) title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely.
The owner or any other person may handle dogsin this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.
Rally Excellent A —This class will be for dogs that have won the Rally Advanced (R.A.) title, but have not won the Rally Excellent (R.E.) title or any CKC Novice Obedience title. The handler of

any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or a member of their immediate families.

Rally Excellent B — This class will be for dogs that have won the Rally Advanced (R.A) title. A dog completing the Rally Excellent (R.E.) title may continue to compete in this class indefinitely.
The owner or any other person may handle dogsin this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.

CHAMPIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

SECTION #1. A dog awarded WINNERS at a Championship show held under these Dog Show
Rules shall be credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5), and the
determination of the number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded WINNERS
shall be as provided thereunder.

SECTION #2. The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be
alocated a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as follows:

The point
system provides for additional points if a class dog awarded Best of Breed also places in the
group as listed below:

A class dog awarded Best In Show at an all-breed Championship show will be credited with

5 points inclusive of any points earned at the breed or group level. In counting the number of
eligible dogs in competition, adog that is disqualified or that is dismissed, excused or ordered
from the ring by the judge, shall be not included in the calculation for championship points. In
order for adog be recognized as a Canadian Champion it must: (1) earn at least ten
