To comply with instructions issued by the Canadian Kennel Club
entries reaching the Show Secretary after the closing date as
published in the Premium List cannot be accepted.

Entries cannot be accepted unless all particulars called for on the
entry form are filled in. ie. DOB, sex, place of birth etc..

Only entries accompanied by the entry fee will be accepted.

Change or
cancellation of any entry after the closing day is prohibited:

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have the dog in the ring
when the dog's class is schedules for judging.
