Roll call for the 1st event of the day to be 0830 and is MANDATORY, as is roll call
for each of the other 2 - these will occur while each event is in progress for the next
event.

Dogs lame or in season at roll call will be excused and entry fee refunded. Dogs
not present for roll call will be scratched and entry NOT refunded.
