Alberta Health — COVID-I9 Isolation Recommendations

If you have COVID-19, you can spread the virus to others for up to 10 days. The risk of spread in fully vaccinated people is
lower after 5 days, but it still exists.

Isolation helps prevent the spread by reducing the number of people you could infect by staying home and avoiding
others. If you test positive or have symptoms not related to a pre-existing condition, you are encouraged to isolate as
outlined below:

Fully vaccinated (2 doses or 1 dose Janssen): Starting the first day of symptoms or positive test, isolate for a
minimum of 5 days or until symptoms resolve, whichever is longer. Following isolation, wear a mask at all times
when around others outside of home for up to 5 more days (10 total). This means you must eat or drink alone,
away from others.
Not fully vaccinated (1 dose or less): Starting the first day of symptoms or positive test, isolate for 10 days or until
symptoms resolve, whichever is longer.
If you test negative and have symptoms, you should still stay home and away from others until symptoms
resolve.

If the judge in your ring is wearing a mask, please be respectful and as a courtesy wear a mask as well.

Hand sanitizer, wipes and masks will be available at entrances to the tent.
This request also applies to the Obedience, Rally-Obedience, Agility and Specialty rings

Health — CKC Conformation Show Rales and Regulations

KENNEL COUGH HAS BEEN A REAL PROBLEM THIS SHOW SEASON. PLEASE BE AWARE OF THE FOLLOWING CKC RULES:

8.9.1 No dog may be entered at a show if it has any communicable disease.
8.9.2 Dogs entered in a show must have current immunization status.

8.9.3 No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of a show if it:
(a) is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease;
or
(b) has recovered from distemper, parvovirus or other communicable disease within the last
30 days.
(c) has been housed within 30 days prior to the show, trial or test on premises on which there
existed distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

8.9.4 Where it is found that these rules have been contravened, the dog in question shall be removed
from the show premises and the exhibitor/handler will be subject to disciplinary action.

A Message to Exhibitors

We are all people who share an abiding interest in our dogs and in participating in the world of the Dog Fancy. Some of us

are only exhibitors and some only volunteers, but many of us are both.

At the Alberta Kennel Club we are proud of our more than one-hundred-year record of service to the Fancy. Atall times it is

our intention to give you the best Dog Show that we possibly can. The Judging Schedule has been organized to make the

best use of our Judges, time and space.

If we have erred, please let us know. We will listen to concerns that are reasonably and politely expressed and will fix what

we can. Itis not our intention to upset you.

We can not accept behaviour that is impolite or contrary to our stated requests, as described in the Premium List and Judging

Schedule.

The Alberta Kennel Club will have zero tolerance for rude language and/or abusive behaviour and will invite disruptive

people to leave the Show and no refunds will be offered.

5. Dogs are not to be left overnight in outdoor benching spaces.

6. ALLTENTS MUST BE SECURLEY TIED DOWN AND TOP DROPPED AT THE END OF EACH DAY.

7. Grass mats are not permitted in the day tenting areas of the North American, All Alberta Fields or the
Quarry Ring.

8. Generators (civilized ones please, excessively loud generators will not be permitted) are permitted in the
day tenting area, however the generators must be housed up against the fence line and at no time are to
infringe on your neighbors’ space whereby fumes would enter their area. Please ensure you have a long
extension cord if you are using a generator.

9. You are responsible for leaving your space as you found it.... CLEAN! Please ensure that you have a
rake/tool handy to clean up your area, left behind garbage, dog hair, rubber bands, etc. are not the
responsibility of the Alberta Kennel Club Volunteers or Spruce Meadows Personnel to clean up. We thank
you for your cooperation in this regard!

10. All outdoor benching must be vacated 1 hour following Best in Show on Monday, Aug 1, 2022.

Dog Bathing:
-We have 4 stalls available on the south side of the horse wash bays, complete with hot and cold running water,
all complete with bath tubs.

The following CKC rules apply for the replacement judge and for the overload:

CKC RULE 3.3.1 “... Exhibitors affected by this change may withdraw their entries up to one (1) hour before the
JUDGING OF THE BREED, notice of withdrawal must be made in writing. All entry and listing fees for withdrawn
dogs shall be refunded. An exhibitor may enter a dog under the replacement judge providing that the dog is
entered in one (1) of the regular classes of a show being held at the same venue by the same club and has been
assigned a competition number. A new entry, along with accompanying fees, will be accepted by the Show
Secretary up to one (1) hour prior to the START OF THE SHOW.”

CKC RULE 3.5.1 When entries close, and the club determines that the total number of dogs entered under a judge
exceeds 175 at breed level, the club in question must seek approval from the CKC to transfer a sufficient number
of dogs to another judge to reduce the total number to 175. One or more regular classes shall be reassigned until
the original assignment is brought as closely as possible to 175 dogs. Exhibitors affected by the change may
withdraw their entries up to one (1) hour before judging of the breed, providing that notice of withdrawal is made
in writing. All entry and listing fees for withdrawn dogs shall be refunded. Similarly, a dog entered at the show but
not under the judge drawing an overload, may enter under the substitute judge as provided for in Section 8.5.8.
