CARO welcomes handicapped dogs and handicapped handlers.

In order to earn a rally title, a dog must earn 3 legs, under at least
two different judges. All dogs must start in Novice, regardless of
other titles, and must be handled by the owner, or a member of their
immediate family.

Dogs must wear a buckle or snap collar, or non-restrictive harness.
Martingale, choke, or prong collars, and no-pull harnesses are not
allowed.

Food is allowed in Novice and Advanced, as a reward only, at the
end of a stationary exercise, and cannot be used to ‘lure’ a dog.
