Note: Awards of Merit will be made (at the judge’s discretion) at the maximum rate of
one for every ten dogs competing for Best of Breed. This award will be made after the
judging of Best of Breed.

Non-Regular Classes

Dogs entered in Non-Regular Classes must be entered in one of the CKC Regular
Classes, Specials Only or Exhibition Only.

Stud Dog Class ~ shall be for Stud Dog & two of his Get only.
Brood Bitch Class ~ shall be for Brood Bitch & two of her Progeny
Brace ~ shall be for two dogs of the same breed.

CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

Champion & Championship Points ~ Chapter 1 Section 1 ~ A dog awarded Winners at a
Championship Show held under these Dog Show Rules shall be credited with a
number of Championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the determination of the
number of championship points to be credited to the dog awarded winners shall be as
provided hereunder:

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)
All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of
entering CKC events will require an Events Registration Number (ERN). To obtain an
ERN simply do the following:
Send a photocopy of the dog’s Registration Certificate reflecting current ownership, for
example AKC Registration Certificate with a written request for an ERN.
Include with the above a cheque or money order in the amount currently required payable
to the Canadian Kennel Club.
Ensure that you provide the CKC with your full return address to enable the ERN to be sent
to you
Faxed requests will be accepted. Please indicate your VISA/MasterCard number and
expiry date, the card holders name and signature.

This Event Registration Number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event. Dogs may be entered as “LISTED”, however, failure to apply for an
ERN within 30 days will result in cancellation of any wins, awards or scores.

A dog individually registered in the records of the CKC and has completed the requirement
for a Championship in accordance with CKC Rules, after the closing date and time for the
show, may be transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “specials Only”, providing the
request is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING and on the appropriate form at
least one hour prior to the opening of the show, by the owner or handler.

Puppy Sweeps
Puppy Sweeps shall be for any dog 6 months up to but not including 18 months of age. To
enter this class, the dog must be entered in one of the CKC Regular Classes or in Specials
Only. There will be six classes in all, divided by sex.
Baby Puppy: for Std Schnauzers at least 3 months of age up to but not including 6 months
Junior Class: for Std Schnauzers at least 6 months of age up to but not including 9 months
Senior Class: for Std Schnauzers at least 9 months of age up to but not including 12 months
12-18 Open: for Std Schnauzers at least 12 months of age up to but not including 18 months

The winners of all six classes will compete for Best In Sweepstakes. A rosette will be
awarded to first, second, third and fourth place in each class as well as to Best In Sweeps
and Best Opposite Sex in Sweeps.

** The winning Baby Puppies will not compete for Best In Sweeps but will receive a
Rosette.

The Dog Show Rules Section 4.1.3 states “a Judge officiating at a show held under these
rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show and it
shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out’.
The Dog Show Rules Section 4.1.6 states “no person may approach a judge, either directly
or otherwise, orally or in writing to favour his entry. Disciplinary action may be taken
against any person who violates this rule or against a judge who fails to report any
contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the act”.
