Chapter  8  Entries and End of Show 

Section 8.2.5 An error in the class, date of birth or sex may be 

amended on the entry form up to one hour before the start of the 

show. 

Section  8.3.1 Entries: Every dog entered in a Championship show 

must be one of the following: 

a) registered with the CKC,  b) have an Event Registration
