CONFORMATION JUDGES

JEAN-CHRISTOPHE BOULINGUEZ, QUEBEC, CANADA

Jean-Christophe Boulinguez has been involved with purebred dogs since childhood when his parents
bought their first whippet from Patricia Miller, Woodsmoke Whippets, in 1998. After graduating
college in 2008, while still involved with Whippets, Mr. Boulinguez wanted to explore the hound
group a bit more and got involved with Ibizan Hounds, a breed that ended up stealing his heart
and became a true passion.

Before becoming a judge, Mr. Boulinguez has handled all-breeds for about 10 years, specializing
in Hounds and Toys, and has bred/co-bred Ibizan Hounds, Norwegian Elkhounds, Whippets and
Wire-Haired Pointing Griffons. Dogs he owned and bred have won multiple All-Breed Best in
Shows, Specialty Best In Shows, majors awards at Canadian and American National Specialties and
Westminster Kennel Club. Mr. Boulinguez has also owned an Italian Greyhound, a Samoyed and a
Bulldog.

Mr. Boulinguez is currently the youngest CKC licensed judge and has already been judging across
Canada and the US. Mr. Boulinguezis also a founding member and current President of the AllHound
Club of Quebec and the Wire-Haired Pointing Griffon Club of Canada.

TIMOTHY CATTERSON, INDIANA, USA

Timothy Catterson, of New Castle, Indiana, began exhibiting Italian Greyhounds in the mid-1970s.
With his partner, Chuck Scott, he has bred and finished many champions in the breed, including
the home-bred national-specialty winner Ch. Evergreen Buffet Man Integra. He also finished many
champions as a professional handler. He was the top breeder of Chihuahuas in 1981 and has bred
Pugs as far back as 1964.

Mr. Catterson has been a judge since the late 1980s and is approved for the Toy Group, Non-Sporting,
Hounds and most of the Sporting group, Juniors, and Best in Show. He has judged at many prestigious
venues including the AKC/Eukanuba National Championship show. He also has judged in Africa, the
‘Royal Jubilee Toy Club”and Asia, several shows including the Moscow Kennel Club to his credits. He
has judged the Toy Group at the prestigious Westminster Kennel Club in New York. He has judged
several toy group shows in the United States. Also judged several Pug specialties including twice
the day before the National with entries of over 360 dogs

Mr. Catterson has served as a Trustee of ‘Take the Lead’since 1994 and is the past president of the
Anderson, Muncie, and Kokomo kennel clubs. He has been show chairman for the Muncie and
Anderson shows for 25 years. He has served the Marion Kennel Club as AKC delegate and Vice-
President. He belongs to the Italian Greyhound and Brussels Griffon AKC parent clubs, and the
Central Indiana Pomeranian Club and the Pug Dog Club of Central Indiana.

RONY DOEDIJNS, THE NETHERLANDS

| have been involved in the Dog World for nearly forty years. My own breeds are Finnish Spitz and
the Tibetan Terrier. When | was 15 years old, | received from my parents my first pedigree dog. This
was a Finnish Spitz male puppy bred in Holland. | started showing him and | always say that my first
Finnish Spitz was responsible for getting me so deep in the Dog World.

During the years | imported several Finnish Spitz from the country-of-origin Finland.

| started breeding Finnish Spitz. | owned or bred several Dutch and international champions, FCI
European Champions and FCI World Champions in Finnish Spitz.



In May 2007, | was inaugurated by the Dutch Kennel Club as the third all-rounder in the Netherlands,
allowed to judge all breeds at championship show level. | am the first Dutch judge who completed
breed exams in all the 10 FClI groups. | have judged Best in Show and all FCI groups at international
level in the Netherlands and abroad. In 2008, | judged BIS at the Dog of the Year show in the
Netherlands.

| have judged in most of the European Countries, UK, Canada, Scandinavia, Asia, Australia, New
Zealand, South America, Africa, Russia, and USA. For more than 35 years | have been a member of
SCANDIA the breed club for Scandinavian Spitz breeds in the Netherlands. | am a member of “The
Kennel Club”.

For many years, | am one of the commentators at the International Amsterdam Winner Show and |
did the commentary at the European Dog Show in 2011.

In 2009, | judged Best in Show at the Amsterdam Winner show. One of the biggest Dog shows in
Europe. The board of the Dutch Kennel Club gave me the big honor to be the “Best in Show” judge
for the FCl World Dog Show 2018 in Amsterdam.

For my profession, | am the Managing Director (CEO) of the Dutch Kennel Club.

For the Dutch Kennel Club, | am chairman of the Dog of the Year Show, the most important TOP
DOG event in the Netherlands!

DAN ERICSSON, SWEDEN

| have been very actively involved in the world of show dogs for almost 50 years and | bred my first
litter of Scottish Terrier puppiesin 1971. My prefix is Raglan. Since then | have been faithful to the
breed and | have up until now bred champions in three different breeds, many of which have been
exported to most parts of the world. In 2001 the homebred Scottie dog Ch Raglan Rory won Top Dog
All Breeds in Sweden and in 2003 another Scottie bred here, Jane Miller’s Ch Raglan Rose Maiden at
Brio, won Reserve BIS at Cruft’s having previously won Top Terrier in Britain.

I have also owned and shown BIS-winning Pekingese and have been involved in other terrier breeds,
and in particular with West Highland White Terriers. For many years | have also had a special interest
in Labrador Retrievers, another breed which | own, breed and show successfully culminating in
numerous homebred show champions.

Over the years | have also been actively involved in various dog clubs and served on several kennel
club committees, including breed standards and judging. For many years | was also president of the
Swedish Terrier Club, The Labrador Retriever Club and The Scottish Terrier Club. Time permitting, |
lecture on dogs and submit articles to various dog publications.

Judging has taken me around the world several times and | have been fortunate enough to judge
at some of the world’s most prestigious events including many appointments at FCI World and
European Shows (including several group appointments), but | am also delighted to be asked to
judge on aregular basis in Britain and other countries worldwide. | judge most weekends every year
all over the world and | am approved by the FCI to judge all breeds. | felt extremely honoured to
judge the terrier group at Cruft’s in 2016 and also Best in Show at the famous Montgomery Terrier
Show in Philadelphia, USA. The highlight of my judging career was to judge BIS at Crufts in 2019.

SIOUX FORSYTH-GREEN, NORTH CAROLINA, USA

Sioux was born in Southbury, Connecticut, and currently resides in Pinehurst, North Carolina. She is
the only child of the late greats Bob and Jane Forsyth who were world renowned all-breed handlers,
and later international, all-breed judges.

But her first personal
dog was a pointer given to her by her father at the age of 6. This began her love of the breed that
she carries with her today. She bred her first pointer litter at the age of 9 and has about 25-30
champions to her name, under the Grayarlin prefix.

For over 40 years, Ms. Forsyth-Green has established herself in the dog world and finished many
dogs’championships. She learned the business not only from her parents, but also from many well-
known and respected handlers such as Mark Threlfall, Bonnie Threlfall, Richard Bauer, Paul Edwards
and Peter Green. She has been invited to judge at Westminster, as well as two National specialties.

Sioux Forsyth-Green has juggled life as a professional handler, single mother, wife and business
owner. She is currently working as one of the new up and coming well respected AKC Judges.

She loves what she is doing!

He has the distinct honor of producing two Westminster Best in Show winners; in1996, the Clumber
Spaniel Ch. Clussexx Country Sunrise, Brady, was crowned Best in Show, and again in 2009 with the
Sussex Spaniel, Stump, Ch Clussexx Three D Grinchy Glee.

Mr. Johnson was awarded the American Kennel Club’s SPORTING BREEDER OF THE YEAR award in
2005. He is a member of the Santa Barbara Kennel Club, American Spaniel Club, the Bloomington
Indiana Kennel Club, the Hoosier Kennel club, the Derbytown Pekingese Club and is a lifetime
member of the Clumber Spaniel Club of America

We have owned or bred 10 Lhasa Apsos who have
won All Breeds BIS and many other group winners but our most famous dog in Sweden was again
a Tibetan Terrier, a double granddaughter of Cavarodossi named Int Nordic Ch BIS BISS Tintavon
Desdemona who won Top Dog all breeds in Sweden, Finland and Nordic competitions in 1979.

Whippets came into our house in the late ‘80s and we have bred the odd litter with some excellent
results like Best female at the famous Swedish sight hound show, her granddaughter won BPIS at
the same show and whose son was a group winner.

Section 15.3.2 To earn the title a dog must have earned the following
during their career as a Special:

b) three (3) Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty Best of Breed wins.

¢) a CKC performance title from any CKC Event. Titles excluded are: CGN,
Herding Novice Tested Certificate, all Instinct titles from all events, as
well as all Sprinter titles and all Chase Ability Program titles.

Section 15.3.3 Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3
Group wins, or 3 Specialty Best of Breed wins, must be attained after
the completion of a regular championship. The performance title may
be attained at any time in the dog'’s career.

Section 13.8.1 Championship points will be awarded as per Chapter
15, with the exception of 15.1.11. The winner of an Altered Best in Show
shall be awarded points according to the total number of dogs in
competition following the point schedule in Section 15.1.2.

Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion [Alt]
and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must
have earned at least one 2-point win either at the breed or group level.

Section 4.7.3 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations states:
Ajudge officiatingata show held undertheserules shallnotbe subjected
to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the
duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out.

Moving Class Dog Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations has been

to Specials Only amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the records
of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the requirements for
a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only,” providing
the request for a transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING
at least one hour prior to the judging of your breed by the owner or
handler.

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to Specials Only.

NEW - Moving Section 8.10.5 A dog can be moved back into the classes from a
Back to the Classes  Special if it has been entered incorrectly, only where the shows have
already closed.

HEALTH REMINDERS

No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of an event if it:
1. Is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable
disease;

2. Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable
disease within the last 30 days (prior to the event);

3. Has been housed within 30 days prior to the even on premises on which there
existed distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

Clubs do have the right to remove a dog from the event premises and the exhibitor may be
subject to disciplinary action if it is found that CKC rules have been contravened.

OBEDIENCE: Entry in each obedience trial will be limited to the capacity
of the judge to judge at the rate of 9 Pre-Novice, 8 Novice and Novice
Intermediate, 7 Open, and 6 Utility dogs per hour. A judge may not be
assigned more than 7 hours of judging.

RALLY: Entry in each rally obedience trial will be limited to the capacity
of the judge to judge at the rate of 10 dogs per hour less time for walk-
throughs. A judge may not be assigned more than 7 hours of judging.

Once a judge has reached his/her capacity, entries for that trial will be
closed even if the closing date has not been reached. In the case of the
entry limit having been reached, remaining entries will be assigned a
position (by class) on a reserve list. Exhibitors will be notified of their
position on the reserve list. If the entry of a bitch in season is pulled after
entries are closed, it may be substituted with one from the reserve list
up to and including the day of the trial. If the entry of another dog is
pulled prior to the trial, it may be substituted with one from the reserve
list up to 24 hours prior to the trial.

These trials are open to mixed and unrecognized breeds. In order to
compete, mixed and unrecognized breed dogs must have a Canine
Companion Number (CCN) from the Canadian Kennel Club and must
have a CKC-approved microchip. Mixed-breed dogs must be spayed
or neutered.

Unrecognized breed dogs do not need to be spayed or neutered. A dog
eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a listed dog.

6.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC with an eligible
number according to these rules and has fulfilled the requirements
for a title in accordance with these rules may be moved to the next
level of competition if the schedule permits. The transfer must be on
the appropriate move-up form and submitted to the trial secretary by
the owner or handler at least 15 minutes before the start of the class.

6.9.3 The Trial Secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked
catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC with the requests attached
to the appropriate entry forms.

6.9.5 In order for a dog to be eligible to move up, the dog must be
individually registered with the CKC, have a Performance Event
Number (PEN), or an Event Registration Number (ERN) before entries
close. The addition of a CKC number after close of entries does not
make the dog eligible and will result in referral to the Discipline
Committee.

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. When a bitch comes
into season after entries close, a Veterinarian's Certificate, certifying that
the bitch was in season within ten (10) days of the trial, must reach the
Trial Secretary on or before the day of the trial, prior to the judging of
the class, and the club will refund the entry fees.

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) allows dogs to temporarily
participate in CKC events while they pursue permanent registration or
an Event Registration Number (ERN). A TCN must be obtained before
submitting an entry for an event. The same TCN must be used for all
event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered or has
an ERN.

A TCN cannot be used for dogs that require a Miscellaneous Certificate
Number (MCN), a PEN or a CCN number.

Note: There is no CKC fee to obtain a TCN. However, a TCN ‘listing’
fee is required each time a dog with only a TCN is entered in an event.

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC registra-
tion number, will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).

The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event.

A Performance Event Number (PEN) allows a non-registrable dog of a
CKC-RECOGNIZED BREED to participate in competitive events that
are appropriate for the breed. To be eligible to receive a PEN, all of the
following must be met:

« The dog must be of a breed recognized by the CKC (not on the CKC
Miscellaneous Class List).
The dog must not be eligible for CKC registration.

+ The dog must be spayed or neutered.

« The dog must be properly identified with a CKC-approved
microchip.

Adog thatis eligible for a PEN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

A Canine Companion Number (CCN) allows UNRECOGNIZED BREEDS
to compete in CKC performance events. To be eligible to receive a
CCN, all the following must be met:

« The dog must be either an Unrecognized Breed.
+ Unrecognized Breeds are not required to be spayed or neutered.
+ The dog must be properly identified with a CKC microchip.

Adog thatis eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the
Obedience Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.

Section 19.7 of the Obedience Rules and Regulations states: It shall be
the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club
official, ring steward, volunteer, or competitor atan Obedience Trial held
under these regulations, is not subject to indignities of any kind. The
Obedience Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any
infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have
the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report
indicating that this has occurred.

Section 14.3.1 The CKC will permit the use of the letters MOTCH to be
used as a prefix of the name of any dog that has met the requirements
for that title as hereinafter provided.

Section 14.3.2 Points for this title may only be accumulated after the
completion of the OTCH title.

Section 14.3.3 Points may be accumulated simultaneously with credits
toward both the OTCHX and MOTCH titles. However, the MOTCH title will
not be awarded until completion of the OTCHX title.

Section 14.3.4 One High in Class placement is required in either of the
Open B classes or the Utility B class but no minimum score is required.

Section 14.3.5 A dog must acquire a total of 40 points to earn a MOTCH
title. A minimum of 15 points must be obtained from either of the Open
B classes and the Utility B class. The remaining 10 points can be obtained
from either class.
