Directions to trial site:  Laidlaw is near Hope, on the Trans Canada Highway, about a 45minute 
drive east from the Sumas Border Crossing. 

Westbound on Hwy#1:  Take exit 160 “Laidlaw Hunter Creek Rest Area”.  Go under the highway to 
the 2nd stop sign and turn right.  You are now going parallel to the highway heading towards 
Chilliwack (west). Go ~ 4km.  Turn left at Mckay Road.  First driveway on the right. 

Eastbound on Hwy#1: Take exit #153 “Jones Lake, Laidlaw”. The exit veers to the right.  You are now 
going parallel to the highway heading towards Hope (east). Go~2km.  Turn right on Mckay Road.  
First driveway on right.
